In 2017, five members of the 177 
Squadron staff attended the CPSA 
Safety Officers course, as the squadron 
had a basic core of enthusiastic clay 
target shooters and a plan was formed 
to introduce clay target shooting as a 
new activity on the squadron.

Buying four small traps and guns 
provided by the licensed staff members, 
shooting commenced in spring 2017. 
The cadets really enjoyed the activity 
and it was decided to make an open 
invitation to the whole of the Cumbria 
and Lancashire Wing to attend. Initially 
the average attendance was 20 or so 
cadets on the one-day shoots, but 
during 2018 interest across the Wing 
began to rise so it was decided increase 
the available places by running a two-
day shoot once a month. 

More recently, following a successful 
LIBOR funding bid, 177 and 341 
Squadrons upgraded and increased 
the number of traps available to four 
Promatic Kestrel and two Merlin Traps.

Over the past 18 months the team 
has increased from five to eight CPSA 
Safety Officers, with local CCF and ACF 
also attending the shoots.

Since November 2017, the team have 
shot over 13,000 clays and cartridges 
and have provided over 500 places to 
cadets to have an introduction to clay 
target shooting. Some of the cadets 
who regularly attend are now achieving 
very reasonable scores. None of this 
would have been possible without the 
initial training provided by Sqn Ldr 
Allan White and his team of instructors 
and the continual support of the 
Commandant at Altcar and the financial 
support from the Squadron and Wing 
civilian committees.

It helps to have instructors who are 
enthusiastic but the commitment of 
one weekend every month is a big ask 
for anyone.This activity just keeps on 
growing, the cadets enjoy it and are 
getting better all the time.

‘I’m struggling with 
crossing targets because 
I keep stopping my gun 

movement when I shoot rather 
than following through. Even 
though I know I’m doing this, I 
can’t seem to correct it, what 
should I do?’

SIMON SAYS:
There are several possible causes  
for this problem, a few to think 
about are:
1. The main one being looking at 
the gun rather than the target. This 
is commonly caused by the shooter 
trying to make sure they have 
applied what they think is the right 
lead. Focus MUST be maintained on 

the target at all times even after the 
shot is taken. 
2. The obvious one: prematurely 
stopping the gun. Simply, once the 
lead is applied and the shot is taken 
thinking “job done” and stopping 
the swing. 
3. Incorrect foot position: The feet 
must be positioned towards the break 
point to enable the gun to swing 
past it without the body locking up 
and restricting the movement. This is 
especially important on left to right 
targets for right handed shooters and 
right to left for left handed shooters.

Remember, feet towards the 
break point, focus on the target and 
keep the gun moving after the shot 
is taken.

Ground, often referred to by insiders as 
simply ‘Hodnet’, is not new at hosting 
CPSA Major Championships. It hosted 
the English Open five times (2016, 2010, 
2008, 2003, 1986), and the British Open 
English Sporting five times (2017, 2011, 
2006, 1994, 1987). In addition to this, they 
were awarded CPSA Club/Ground of the 
Year in 2018. 

Last year’s English Open saw Richard 
Bunning take HG, shooting 

110ex120 on the course, then 
coming from behind by four 
points to win the Super Final 
in heavy rain. This English 
Open was the start of a 
superlative year for Bunning, 
who went on to take the 
CPSA World Championship 
as well as being chosen by 
members to be the 2019 

CPSA Clay Shooter of the Year. 
The headline sponsors of the 

event are shotgun manufacturer Rizzini 
and cartridge manufacturer Eley Hawk. 
Rizzini has put up a Round Body Sporter 
shotgun worth £2,600 as HG prize. Filippo 
Adamati, of Rizzini comments, “Rizzini 
is really pleased to be one of the main 
sponsors of the CPSA English Open.

WORLD CUP AL 

 AIN, UAE
To great excitement, 
Kirsty Barr has won GBR’s 
first Olympic shotgun 
quota place in the Al Ain 
(UAE) World Cup held on 
7-14 April.

Winning sixth place in 
the finals after a shoot off 
with three finalists eligible 
to win a quota place, 
Kirsty had to beat one of 
them, which she did after 
Ray Bassil (LBN) was ruled 
out in sixth place.

With the quota in the 
bag, Kirsty displayed real 
courage as she went on 
to win silver after beating 
some of the top shooters 
in the world. A brilliant 
performance!

Aaron Heading looked 
strong in the Trap Men 
on 99ex100, but a 21 
in the last round put 
him out of the running. 
Matt Coward-Holley 
had a good finish with a 
chance of the finals, but 
unfortunately lost out in 
the shoot-off. 
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H
ead to any CPSA Registered 
shoot this weekend and you 
quickly see the demographic 
spread of the sport. A large 

number of men over the age of thirty 
with a smattering of youngsters mixed 
in. Unfortunately, if things stay the way 
they are we will see the demographic 
continue to age and slowly the sport will 
start to die out. So, what can be done 
to get more young people involved 
in the sport? How can we pass on our 
excitement to the next generation?

One of the most common ways for 
young people to get involved in the sport 
is through their parents. Hot shot scholar, 
Emma Stacey, for example tells us, “I 
came into shooting by virtue of having 
a dad who shot for England, so I got 
into it through him.” Of course, having 
parents who are involved with the 
sport is an excellent way to pass on the 
passion, however it is not the only way. 

Many young shots are finding their 
way into the sport though military service 
organisations. RAF Odiham Clay Pigeon 
Club is an RAF club principally for RAF 

Odiham service personnel and their 
families’ use. David Dyer, club Chairman 
tells us, “The Club actively supports 
members’ children and grandchildren 
who wish to shoot as Juniors. In 
addition, the club has supported Juniors 
who have been introduced to the sport 
as members of the Hampshire and Isle of 
Wight Air Cadets. Over recent years the 
Air Cadets have achieved a significant 
number of notable individual and team  
medal successes.”

LOCAL COMMITTEES
Local CPSA committees have also been 
getting involved with helping service 

cadets to get into clay shooting. Of 
particular note is Shropshire CPSA 
committee’s award nominated ‘Service 
Cadet and Young Member Development 
Initiative.’  Committee Chairman Trevor 
Lewis explains, “Over the last year we 
have worked in conjunction with Buller 
Gun Club based at MoD Donnington to 
encourage more than 200 cadets to have 
a go at clay shooting and select teams 
to represent the Army and Air Cadets 
at their national championships. We are 
now also working with Police Cadets in 
Shropshire and Sea Cadets too, there is 
a lot of untapped potential amongst the 
Combined Cadet Force (CCF).”

• �The CPSA works with various Clubs and Grounds with its Young Shots Days, which are typically run over 
the school holidays. These are generally for 10-16 year olds and include a classroom session learning 
about the sport, the guns used, equipment required, and safety alongside two sessions on the shooting 
range under the supervision of a qualified instructor.

• �The CPSA also runs clay-lines at various game fairs and shows (Northern Shooting Show, The Game Fair 
& The Midland Game Fair) – with an average of over 500 kids per year having a go at these events.

HOW THE CPSA HELPS

Young shots are the lifeblood of the sport, but what are we doing to encourage the 
next generation of clay shooters? Jasper Fellows investigates.

GAME
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The brilliant thing about the UK’s 
Cadet Forces is that they are funded 
by the MoD. Many parents worry about 
the cost of shooting – there is no doubt 
about it, it can be an expensive sport. 
The CPSA understands this and so offers 
discounted membership rates for Colts 
and Juniors. Some local clubs also help 
to combat this. David Tibbles, father of 
the phenomenal young shot Alfie, tells 
us, “Some of our local grounds offer 
young shots a discounted entry fee. 
Southdown Gun Club are an excellent 
example, they had Colts paying 
just £2 to enter their Inter-
Counties shoot, if they 
were shooting with an 
adult. It would be great 
to see more Premier 
grounds offering 
similar discounts for 
youngsters.”

LOCALLY
Annwen Joffe from 
Ian Coley Sporting in 
Gloucestershire tells 
us, “We run Family Days 
– the first is on 30 May – with 
20 shots for £20, and offer an 
under-18 discount on lessons.”

Elsewhere, Eriswell Lodge in Suffolk 
tells us that they meet a lot of youngsters 
on their ‘Have a Go’ days, and are 
planning to run Young Shot Days over the 
summer holidays. 

Orston Shooting Ground in 
Nottinghamshire goes a step further. 
Emily Martin says, “Our Young Shots days 
run on most school holidays with activities 
including archery, air rifles, and shooting for 
£50 per head. We also sponsor the local 
university – Nottinghamshire University 
– and have provided a talent pathway 
scheme for those entering into the sport, 
giving our coaches time for free.”

Julia Fell from Nottingham & District 
Gun Club tells us, “We offer cheaper 
shooting on Saturdays and free 
membership for under 16s. 

“We also pay the full entry for any 
Juniors/Colts who get selected to 
represent the county, and run a ‘Have A 
Go’ night twice a year which encourages 
participation at all ages.”

In Surrey, Peter Saich tries to encourage 
any Juniors to tell others about the sport. 
He says, “We have offered sponsorship 
of £50 to any Junior who submits a 
report of how they started shooting, their 
achievements and ambitions, so that I can 
add it into the Surrey report and share it 
with others.”

We should all understand, however, 
that we need to go further than just

looking to the government and shooting 
venues for support. 

IN CORNWALL
Paul Underhill and the Cornwall CPSA 
have been taking it upon themselves 
to subsidise ‘Have a Go’ days. “We 
managed to raise just over £1,000 
through a call-out on our Facebook page, 
mainly from individual shooters.” Paul 
says. “Using those funds, we were able to 
charge kids just £12.50 for 20 shots. So 

far, we have managed to encourage 
105 youngsters to try the sport.” 

The idea of getting behind 
a gun can be pretty 

intimidating to a lot of 
kids, subsidised ‘Have 
a Go’ sessions are a 
great way to ease them 
into the sport. “During 
our have a go sessions 
we are able to show 
the kids that there is 
no blood and nothing 
dies. We made sure 
that they had all the 

safety equipment they 
needed and proper instruction 

too,” explains Paul. 
As a community, we need to think 

about the bigger picture. We need to 
encourage our friends and family into the 
sport, but we also need to reach out to a 
wider audience. 

INSPIRED
Take inspiration from the likes of 
Southdown Gun Club and David Dyer,

There’s also the Oxford Gun Company’s 
Novice Schools Instruction Days and the TSC 
Academy, elite coaching for enthusiastic and 
committed young shots. 

to find a way to actively support young 
shots and safely introduce them to the 
sport. Not only will we see our sport 
continue to thrive in the years to come, 
but you may gain even more enjoyment 
from passing it onto the next generation. 
“We started our subsidised Have a Go 
days as a way to give something back to 
shooting,” says Paul Underhill, “But we 
ended up with smiles as big as the kids!”

I feel very proud of my 
performance over the past year. 
It has been a year of highlights, 
particularly winning ‘Young Shot 
of the Year’ at the CPSA awards 
in February. This award meant 
a great deal to me, particularly 
as the winner was decided by 
a members vote. Thank you 
to all of those who voted for 
me, it makes all the hard work 
worth it.  

M y shooting career really started when 
I was 9 or 10 years old. I started 
out with a 20 bore semi-auto junior 

stock that had been adapted for me to shoot 
properly. My dad had me shooting at small 
local shoots so that I could break a few clays, 
build my confidence and, most importantly, 
enjoy myself. Once I had a few wins under 
my belt I was able to compete with 
the adults in C and B Class events.

won a number of 
shoot-offs where 
I have managed 
to nail some 
pretty tough 
targets thanks 
to practising 
similar targets 

in this way. It’s 
often the little 

things that help you 
succeed.

My last two seasons 

have been a complete buzz. As 
I look back a the titles I have 
managed to win, and more 
importantly the scores I have 
achieved to win them, I realise 

that good coaches and mentors 
have been a large part of my success. 

If you are lucky enough to have someone 
behind you who really know what they are 
doing and how to help you progress then this 
can be a real advantage. There are some really 
cracking coaches out there and it is well worth 
taking one on.

Other advice to young shots wanting to 
succeed is to get a gun you can handle and 
that you have full control over and that fits 
properly, and to get your fit checked by a 
professional. Most importantly though, enjoy 
it! Have fun breaking clays and always take 
away the positives not the negatives. Train 
hard but don’t just shoot for the sake of it, 
This sport is as much about ability as it is a 
head game. If you enjoy the sport and love 
what you do I’m sure you will get as hooked 
as I did.

T
his month, we are looking at 
another technique for shooting 
a simultaneous pair, using two 
different shooting methods to 

hit the targets. Pull Away (also known as 
‘The CPSA Method’ or just ‘The Method’) 
followed by Maintained Lead. Please 
refer to the image with graphics 
opposite as you read this. 

In this stand, the 
simultaneous pair are both 
standards from right to 
left. The two targets are 
both coming from behind 
a green fence to my right 
and about 50 metres out 
front (not pictured to the 
right, but visible in the 
image above). As you can see, 
one of them is low and flat (labelled 
A), and the other one rises slightly and 
then falls away (labelled B). The targets 
are quite far away, and fast, making this a 
deceptively difficult shot. 

As with all shots, you must first get the 
basics right. Establish where your feet go,

USING THE CPSA METHOD  
& MAINTAINED LEAD

and that is towards where you’re going to 
break the targets, which, given the speed 
and distance of these clays is far to the 
left towards the metal screen that you see 
in the centre of the bottom image. Next, 
you will need to establish where you can 
first see the targets clearly, which is your 

visual pick-up point. That will be 
slightly left of the trap. Finally, 

you will need to place the 
gun slightly left again of 
the visual pick-up point so 
you can focus on the clays 
before you move the gun. 

The process to use is to 
mount the gun where you 
are going to break the first 
target (A), wind back to the 

gun-hold point, and bring your 
eyes back further on to the visual 

pickup point. Then call ‘pull’ and focus 
on the low clay (A), lock on to it, move 
with it then pull ahead and shoot. That 
movement of pulling ahead and shooting 
will nicely take the gun forward and 
establish a lead on the second target (B), 

which you 
then maintain 
in order to shoot it 
using Maintained Lead. 

In CPSA registered 
competitions, you must 
remember that you are 
allowed to see a simultaneous pair  
twice (assuming that you didn’t have  
the opportunity to watch someone else  
shoot it first). This is good, because it  
will enable you to decide which target to  
take first. Sometimes you are able to take  
one or the other first, and sometimes 
there’s only one way of doing it, but 
please remember to use that rule to  
your advantage. 

And that is how you shoot a 
simultaneous pair from right to left 
using The CPSA Method (Pull Away) and 
Maintained Lead.

AN INSPIRATION

How did you first become involved with clay shooting?  
I suppose it started when my husband Alec started 
shooting more competitively and had joined the 
Disabled Shooters Group (DSG). I would go along 
with him to assist with things like carrying his 
converted Zimmer frame. When he qualified for 
Great Britain’s FITASC handi-sport team there was 
suddenly the chance to travel, which certainly made 
clay shooting more appealing from my perspective. I 
did try shooting, but three Sperlings and an instructor 
all telling you what you’re doing wrong can be a little 
distracting. I always thought of sneaking off and have 
a few lessons without the family influence, but time 
never allowed for it. I thought if I couldn’t beat them 
at their own game I would find another way to join in – 
which led to me becoming a qualified FITASC referee.

How did this lead to your involvement with the DSG? 
After attending our first FITASC shoot in 

Dornsberg, Germany in 2000, I saw 
the potential, loved the 
atmosphere and saw how 

welcoming the sport could be, so I wanted to be 
part of it. The DSG monthly competitions were great 
fun and the whole family would get involved. My son 
Ryan would help his dad around the stands and get 
a few shots in where he could. My daughters Sophie 
and Andrèa would help selling raffle tickets, who can 
say no to an eight and three year old? I think there 
must have been quite a spike in raffle sales during 
those years. As we started to get more involved with 
the sport I could see that politics would occasionally 
get in the way of what we were trying to achieve. I 
thought that I might be able to do something to help. 
So I reached out to Charles Schneider, the FITASC 
board director of handi-sports, before I knew it I was 
the International Rep for the DSG.

What's your biggest achievements with the DSG? 
In real terms I haven’t achieved anything, it has 
been the members who have won the medals, 

represented their country and made me proud. 
We’ve had a good medal haul and been very 
successful. As far as I can remember we have 
managed to medal at every international 
event. All I ever did was a bit of running 
around, from form filing, driving, begging, 
and borrowing. I don’t like the limelight, I 
prefer to be the one behind the camera, not 
in front of it. If you asked the members, I'd 

hope they would say I held it all together. Back 
in 2014, with the help of Nicola Heron, we raised 
over £11,000, through small Para Trap bursaries, to 
take six shooters to compete in a demonstration in 
Suhl, Germany. I felt that was something particularly 
special as that money continued to support our

members through small bursaries until it eventually 
ran out last year.

Tell us about some of your favourite memories 
during your time with the DSG.
There are too many to list. I feel that the DSG is one 
huge family, everyone is there to support you, make 
you laugh and cry. Everyone understands without 
saying a word. If you need help with anything, and 
I mean anything, a member is always there to help. 
there is a fantastic culture of total support. All of the 
members share in the pride when a newbie hits their 
first target, or when another beats their nemesis. 
As a group I can call them all my friends, they are 
so generous with how much they give. Each and 
every member goes through so much each day, it’s 
hard not to be inspired to do as much as you can for 
them. We’ve had unforgettable road trips, convoys, 
minibus journeys, you name it and I’ve experienced 
it. So to answer this, the entire 18 years have been 
unforgettable.

What would you say to anyone out there with a 
disability who hasn’t considered clay shooting? 
Give it a go! I can’t think of many other sports where 
you can be on a squad with an Olympic medallist. It’s 
a sport for all, so come and meet the DSG members 
and you will soon learn what works for you.

How can the shooting community help the DSG? 
There are so many ways to get involved. From 
attending DSG shoots and helping people get 
around to selling raffle tickets and taking photos. 
Perhaps you know of a disabled shooter who 
cannot drive or has no access to transport? Go and 
pick them up and take them to a shoot – it’s the 
simple things that make a big difference. Many with 
disabilities feel isolated, a burden to loved ones, I 
know that shooting can change all of this, it can give 
them a reason to go out of the house and enjoy 
their lives, what more can I say?

It is also worth remembering that the DSG can 
help those without a disability too. Perhaps you 
are a newly-qualified instructor and want to gain 
some experience or a greater understanding of 
the restrictions that a wheelchair user or those with 
prosthetic limb might have – we are very open as a 
group so please, just ask.

How can people get involved with the DSG?  
I think the best place to start is on Facebook, it 
tends to be the most up-to-date place to find 
events. There is also the website. Contact Sam 
Nunn, the DSG Secretary – if he finds there is 
sufficient interest in any part of the country he will 
put on a have-a-go session so you can learn more 
about the sport. He is also very open and prepared 
to answer any questions you might have.

SAFE WITH

W
e are all aware of the 
importance of using 
hearing protection around 
firearms. But with dozens 

of different makes, models, and price 
points how do you know where to start 
before making a purchase?

THE BASICS
Any sound registering over 140 decibels 
(dB) can cause instant hearing damage. 
Unfortunately the average shotgun 
produces around 150dB, meaning that 
a single shot can cause 
irreversible harm. The most 
important consideration 
when looking for suitable 
hearing protection should be 
attempting to lower the level 
of noise that reaches the ear.

Most manufacturers of 
quality hearing protection 
will clearly advertise the level 
of protection their products 
provide. Usually this comes 
in the form of an ‘attenuation 
rating’ marked in decibels. 
Essentially this number will 
tell you how much protection 
the product will provide. 
Take 3M’s Classic Earplugs 
as an example, these are 
the kind usually given out by 
shooting grounds to those 
without their own hearing protection. 
They have an attenuation rating of 
28dB, meaning that they will reduce 
the 150dB of your shotgun down to a 
more manageable 122dB by the time 
the sound pressure reaches your ear. To 
put it simply, the higher the attenuation 
rating the more protection the product 
will provide.

MUFFS OR PLUGS
Muffs are perfect if you want something 
nice and easy that you can just throw on 
and away you go. Just make sure you find 

some that fit you properly. 
Some headbands can become 
uncomfortable after prolonged 
usage and in warmer weather 
they can become a bit hot and sticky, 
luckily a problem we don’t often have in 
the UK.

Plugs on the other hand can offer a 
really affordable and hygienic solution. 
They also usually provide a greater level 
of protection than muffs due to the way 
that they fit into and totally block the ear 
canal. However, some find them quite 

irritating and they can be a 
real pain for those who suffer 
from ear infections.

Find what works best 
for you, you can find some 
extremely reasonably priced 
muffs and plugs, so try both 
styles before putting down 
the big bucks. Most shooting 
grounds will offer cheap 
earplugs for free and most 
gun stores will allow you to 
at least try on a pair of muffs 
before making a purchase. 

TECH
Electronic hearing protection 
is now available from a wide 
range of manufacturers. 
Each company likes to 
brand this in their own way, 

but essentially they all feature a small 
microphone that can recognise the 
difference between low level noise and 
the higher-level impulse of a firearm. 
Once the device notices a dangerous 
level of sound they will activate and 
protect your hearing. If you are willing 
to spend the extra cash then these are 
definitely the way to go as they allow you 
to shoot safely while also being aware of 
your surroundings and able to hear any 
instructions that are called out to you.

Thanks to the wonders of modern 
technology the microphones needed 

for electronic hearing protection are 
now small enough to be fit on earplugs 
as well as muffs. Several of the leading 
manufacturers of electronic earplugs also 
offer custom fitting. Here, the company 
will take mould of your ear, which is 
then used to create an earplug that fits 
perfectly in your ear canal. The level of 
comfort and protection provided by this 
process is second to none, just be aware 
that this can be quite costly.

When it comes to hearing protection 
the important thing to remember is to 
use it. Irreversible hearing damage can 
happen in milliseconds. Take the time to 
find protection that you find comfortable, 
affordable, and safe. Throw a few spare 
pairs of plugs or muffs into the back of 
your car just in case and never leave the 
clubhouse without protection, for your 
sake and the sake of friends and family 
who don’t want to spend the rest of their 
lives repeating themselves.

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BACK TO BASICS

...attempt to demystify the nomenclature of    
   disciplines that we use at the CPSA... 

In this new series J. Grant Repshire looks at basic concepts in the clay-shooting world to inform newer 
shooters and enhance the knowledge of experienced shooters. The first two articles will look at the differences 
between the clay-shooting disciplines. Part 1 will be a general overview of the sport and a breakdown of the 

trap disciplines, and Part 2 will examine skeet and sporting disciplines. 

F
or a new shooter, the world of 
clay-target shooting can be 
confusing – some might even have 
thought that ‘trap’ and ‘skeet’ 

were just interchangeable words for ‘clay-
pigeon shooting’. Then you start to find 
out that there are such things as English 
Skeet and Olympic Skeet, and trap can 
be Down the Line, Automatic Ball, or 
Handicap by Distance… what’s more, 
those in the know use handy TLAs (three-
letter acronyms) for each, so you find 
yourself pretending that you know the 
difference between ESP and FSP, STR and 
CSP. This article will attempt to demystify 
the nomenclature of disciplines that we 
use at the CPSA.

We view disciplines in two categories: 
domestic and international. FITASC and 
ISSF govern international disciplines, 
which are administered in the UK by 
BICTSF and British Shooting respectively. 
Please see the table to the right for 
a break down. These are only the 
disciplines which the CPSA recognises 
for the purpose of Registered shoots and 
classifications. There are other disciplines

that the CPSA does not administer, 
including the American disciplines that 
are shot at some grounds from time-to-
time, such as NSSA Skeet. 

DISCIPLINE DESCRIPTIONS
Our articles will focus on the domestic 
disciplines but will note where similarities 
to international disciplines occur. There are 
three overarching categories that disciplines 
fall into: trap, skeet, and sporting.

Trap involves shooting at targets that 
are always generally going away from 
the shooter, from traps  in front of the 
shooter. Skeet involves shooting targets 
that cross in front of the shooter, thrown 
from a high house on the left and a low 
house on the right. Sporting disciplines 
started out to more-accurately simulate 
the variables of game shooting, so the 
targets are really only limited by the 
course-setter’s imagination and  
safety considerations. 
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AUTOMATIC BALL TRAP (ABT)
In ABT there is one trap set in the centre 
of the layout that throws targets at more 
variable heights and angles than DTL 
does. There are five stands in a line 
behind the trap, but a sixth shooter can 
wait behind stand one. Starting from the 
left shooter, each takes a shot at a target, 
then all move to the right one stand (the 
waiting shooter then takes stand one, 
while shooter on stand five moves to 
wait behind stand one). This continues 
until each shooter has shot at 25 targets. 
Two shots are allowed per target, with 
one point per hit regardless of if the hit is 
on the first or second shot. Olympic Trap 
(OTR) is shot much the same, but with 
much-faster targets randomly thrown 
from one of 15 traps set in a line.

DOWN THE LINE (DTL)
DTL is the most popular version of 
trap in the UK. One trap is set in the 
centre of the layout, with five stands in 
a line behind it. Starting from the left 
stand, each shooter takes their turn 
shooting at an individual target. Once 
all five shooters have shot, the leftmost 
shooter starts the process again, until 
each shooter has shot at five targets. 
At this point, the shooters move one 
stand to the right (excepting stand five, 
who goes around the back of the line 
to stand one), and the process starts 
again. The person who shot first on 
the initial five targets always starts the 
shooting no matter what stand they are 
on. These rounds of five shots followed

by moving continue until every shooter 
has shot at 25 targets.

A single target is thrown for each 
shot, but the shooter has two shots 
to hit the target. Three points are 
awarded for a first-barrel hit, and two 
points if a second shot is needed. A 
miss gives no points. 

DOWN THE LINE – DOUBLE RISE (DR)
DR is shot like DTL, but two targets are 
thrown at the same time, one going 
right and one left. Five doubles are 
shot at each stand, so 50 targets make 
one round. One point is awarded for 
each target hit. Double Trap (DT) is 
a similar international discipline, but 
there are three traps throwing faster 
targets from any two random traps  
at once. 

DOWN THE LINE – HANDICAP BY 
DISTANCE (HD)
This is standard DTL, but shooters 
stand at different distances from the 
trap based on their handicap. C class 
shooters stand at 17yds (15.5m), B 
class at 19yds (17.4m), A class at 21yds 
(19.2m), AA class at 23 yds (21m). 
Since it would be unsafe for shooters in 
a line to be standing forward of other 
shooters, only shooters with the same 
handicap shoot at the same time. 

DOWN THE LINE – SINGLE BARREL (SB)
This is shot like standard DTL, but with 
only one shot allowed per target. One 
hit equals one point.

James Bradley-Day talks to Jasper Fellows  
about achieving his childhood dreams.

OH, SUCH A   
 

A
t 20 years old, James 
Bradley-Day has 
already achieved what 

most of us can only dream 
of. He tells us, “I’ve always 
been extremely competitive. I 
remember in primary school, 
we were asked to draw what 
we wanted to be when we 
were older, everyone else 
was drawing firemen and 
footballers, then there was 
me, drawing a man on a 
podium holding a gun. I 
can’t remember the teachers 
reaction but I expect they 
were rather shocked."

Having always known what 
he wanted to do has been a 
driving force for him. He tells 
us, “I grew up on our family 
farm and have always been 
obsessed with shooting. Even 
when I was too small to hold 
a gun I’d still be out carrying 
a cartridge bag for my father. 
Eventually my father took 
me to a local clay shoot and 
picked the easiest stands for 
me to shoot. As I started to 
get the hang of it I slowly 
found myself shooting more 
of the course, and before 
long I was shooting the whole 
100 targets. 

"At 15 I was lucky enough 
to find the competition side 

of shooting through Kevin 
Howland, who was the first 
to notice that I had a natural 
talent. I never really had any 
lessons from Kevin but picked 
up so many great tips from just 
watching Kevin and the equally 
excellent Scott Collett.”

Shooting all of the sporting 
disciplines (Compak, Sportrap, 
English Sporting, and 
FITASC), he tells us, “I have 
a real love for FITASC and 
Compak. Compak has 
really taken off in 
the UK  over the 
last few years, 
which means 
more grounds 
are putting on 
Compak shoots. 
In my opinion 
it's one of the 
hardest disciplines 
to win. You cannot afford 
to make a single mistake."

What does he consider 
to be his greatest sporting 
achievement to-date? “It’s 
a close tie between the 
European Compak Junior 
title and finishing runner 
up overall at the British 
Open English Sporting – to 
my knowledge I am the 
youngest person to ever 
finish on the podium at this 

shoot. Both gave me a great 
deal of confidence which 
is essential in this sport.”

James left college to work 
as soon as it was possible so 
studies and shooting haven’t 
really conflicted, however he 
tells us that it hasn’t been easy 
balancing shooting around 
work. “From the age of 17 I’ve 
been completely self funded. 
I sold sweets and drinks at 

school, vegetables from 
the farm at local fairs, 

worked at a local 
shooting ground 
and more just to 
fund my shooting 
over the years.”

He now 
works full time 
in the shooting 
industry- running 

his own shooting 
company – JBD Sporting 

–which holds CPSA registered 
competitions, simulated 
game days, and mobile clay 
shoots. James can often be 
spotted at a host of shooting 
grounds across the country 
coaching clients and helping 
them reach their full potential. 

His dream is, obviously, to 
be World Champion – and 
to expand his business. He 
tells us, “I’d love to make a 

real difference in the clay-
shooting industry, it would 
be great to help improve the 
sport. I would love to see 
some kind of televised event 
with proper sponsorship and 
give something back to the 
shooters and get more people 
into the sport. Obviously 
this is much easier said than 
done, however you never 
know what opportunity may 
be just around the corner.”

And his advice to 
young shots looking to 
emulate his success?

“The main thing is to enjoy 
it! I’d always recommend 
going to see a good coach, 
it’s a great idea to get a 
good understanding of what 
to do before you get into 
too many bad habits. This 
may seem like an expensive 
option to some, but you’re 
better off spending the 
money on 150 clays and 
an hour or so with a good 
coach than shooting, say, 400 
clays and not understanding 
how or why you’ve shot 
the way you have.”
