COMMONWEALTH
GAMES ANNOUNCEMENT

On 20 June, it was announced

that shooting sports will not be
included in the 2022 Commonwealth
Games in Birmingham. As CEO of
the CPSA, | echo the disappointment
of other associations at this decision
made by the Commonwealth

Games Federation.

This was a sad day for shooting
sports and the decision will affect
athletes across the Commonwealth,
particularly rising stars in our sport who
would be seeking their first chance to
compete at the most elite level.

The decision was made despite of
the offer of ISSF to contribute funds to
the costs of shooting events, and the
availability of facilities at Bisley to host
the events as was done for the 2002
Manchester Games.

At the CPSA, we must now look to
the future and continue the important
work of promoting our sport at
International level and on the global
stage, working with our partners at
the other National Governing Bodies
for UK shooting sports. Many of our
England Shooters are on the pathway
to excel at the 2020 Tokyo Olympics
as part of Team GB, and we look
forward to watching and supporting
their progress. We hope to see
shooting sports return to the
Commonwealth Games
in 2026, and will work
with the English Target
Shooting Federation to
affect this decision. Please
see britishshooting.org.

The top of the leaderboard
remained fairly static until Sunday, when
several ‘heavy hitters’ arrived, among
them Phil Gray, a former Masters winner.

Mark Winser returned for the
prizegiving only to find that Phil Gray was
still in with a chance of victory, as was
Josh Bridges, in his final year as a Junior.

Everyone had to wait until the last
squad out returned to the clubhouse
before the result could be announced.

| shoot Sporting clays and really
enjoy the variety of targets but
tend to struggle with high driven

targets! | can consistently hit low driven
targets so I'm not sure if it's line or the lead
that | get wrong when they are 30m+ high.
Any advice on my bogey target would be
appreciated? Thanks, Richard

SIMON SAYS:

Hi Richard, Thanks for the question. It's
interesting that you say you are consistent
with low driven targets and whilst | haven't
seen you shooting, this implies you must have
the fundamentals right in terms of your visual
pick up point, gun hold point and where you
intend to break the clay. You also don't say
what method you use to tackle the target but
in my opinion the CPSA method is the most
consistent technique for shooting this type of
target as you establish the line and speed of
the target by briefly locking onto the clay and
matching its flight so it’s just the amount of
lead required to determine.

As with any shot, you need to determine
where you first see the clay clearly i.e. your
visual pick up point. The gun then needs to
be held further along the flight-line (Gun Hold

Point) to give you time to focus on the
clay before mounting onto it, moving
with it and then pulling ahead smoothly
and taking the shot. This is one of the
few targets that you loose sight off when
pulling ahead of the clay and therefore it
is vital that the gun is kept moving after
the shot has been taken to avoid the
common fault of stopping the gun when
visual contact is lost.

As | don't know exactly how you
shoot, | would recommend starting with
the gun down, looking over the barrels
to your visual pick up point. If you shoot
gun-up then hold your barrels just off
to the right hand side of the flight-line if
you are right handed or to the left if you
are left handed, at your gun hold point,
so as not to obscure your focus on the
clay when it is launched. A common
fault for gun-up shooters is holding
the barrels on the trap or the tree line
where it emerges from, causing them
to chase after the target creating too
much gun speed instead of letting the
clay come to them.

The amount of lead required
depends upon how high the target is
and how fast it is. If you struggle with
shooting this as a true driven target
then if the situation or presentation, and
safety allows, you can turn sideways
and tackle it as if it were a long crossing
target thus allowing you to be aware of
your perceived lead and enabling you
to adjust if necessary.

CPSA Level 3
Senior Coach
Simon Arbuckle
introduces us

to the fast-growing
discipline of Sportrap in the
second part of this article.

n this article, we'll be following on

from the previous issue where |

described Sportrap’s rules, its layout,

and in the accompanying video |
explained how to shoot the single targets.
This time I'll be discussing how to shoot
the on-report and simultaneous pairs.

As a reminder, with each Sportrap
squad, there are five traps, five targets,
and a maximum of five shooters. The
menu in front of you informs you what
you're going to be shooting in which
order. When the squad gets in the stand,
to give everybody a fair chance, the
referee will show the squad one of
each target, so you can see the
presentation and the type of target (i.e.
midi, mini, standard etc.)

What you've got to remember on the
Sportrap layout is that every shooter
moves after shooting their menu. The
traps stay where they are, the targets
stay the same, but the shooter moves.
Therefore, the presentation of the
target will vary. This gives it a lot more
variety, and makes the targets a bit more
technical, or easier, depending on where
you are shooting it from.

WATCH THE SINGLES

The secret of this, as | discussed in the
last article, is reading the menu, and
looking at other people’s targets to give
you an idea of what you're going to be
shooting, where to hold the gun, where
to shoot it, and in the simultaneous pair,
which order you're going to shoot them
in. As you move on, the targets will
change presentations, but by watching
the singles you then get the chance to
see each pair at least thrown, so you get
an idea of where and how you're going to
shoot them.

If | start on stand one, once |'ve shot
my single A target, | then watch B, C, D,
and E get thrown, and while I'm doing so |
can decide where my visual pick-up point,

From the
far left of the layout, it
might have appeared that
the C and D simultaneous
pair could best be broken C first,
but once you are on stand five and
watching those targets shot as singles,
you might work out in your mind that
shooting C first won't give you enough
time to shoot D from that angle, so you

Estate Shooting Ground the CPSA Shooting Ground of the Year. 2019.

ince its inception 30 years ago Grimsthorpe
Estate Shooting Ground has been proudly
owned and managed by the Russell Family.
A family who have become known for
the dedication to making their spot of stunning
Lincolnshire countryside into one of the greatest
shooting grounds in the country.

Sophie is the first member of the family you might
cross paths with, who, alongside colleague Beth
Foreman, handles the bookings, manages events,
looks after corporate guests and makes sure your

visit runs as smoothly as possible from the front desk.

Step outside and you might bump into Mark Russell,
who is responsible for setting the targets, alongside
Martin Novinscak who maintains the traps and grounds.
There's a lot of ground to maintain, “We are set across
40 acres of stunning woodland,” explains Sophie. “We
like to keep our stands very natural and spaced out, so
you never have to queue.” Walking around the grounds
could be a beautiful day out in itself, and each stand is
set up in a way that ensures that one can experience a

wide range of backgrounds and shooting arrangements.

For those looking to improve their scores at
Grimsthrope, Steve Woods is on hand Wednesdays
to Sundays.

SHOOTING VEHICLE SECURITY

DRIVE

Honorary solicitor Laura Saunsbury gives us her top tips on
what to look out for when choosing a new vehicle with shooting in mind.

s a shotgun certificate holder,

one of your obligations is to

ensure that you take ‘reasonable
precautions’ for the safe custody of
your shotguns whenever they are in
use or in transit in connection with
their use, sale or repair (see condition
4(b) on your certificate). If your guns or
cartridges are stolen from your vehicle
it's likely that the police will start from
an assumption that you failed to take
reasonable precautions, and so, unless
you can persuade them otherwise,
the probable consequence is that
you will be facing revocation of your
certificate. In addition, although the
police might not bother if they have
revoked your certificate, they could also
bring a criminal prosecution against
you, since breach of your certificate
conditions is a criminal offence.

For these reasons, the importance of
good security when travelling with your
guns should not be underestimated.
It's therefore sensible to have this well
in mind when choosing what vehicle to
purchase, especially if shooting is a big

part of your life and you will be travelling
i should not be left in the vehicle
i overnight, unless its unavoidable.

WHAT FEATURES SHOULD YOU BE LOOKING
i OUT FOR WHEN SELECTING YOUR VEHICLE?
