I n a wide variety of different situations 
the law imposes obligations on shotgun 
and fi rearm certifi cate holders to notify 

the police of certain events within required 

timescales. It’s worth making sure you are 

familiar with all of them and comply when 

the situation arises. When a shotgun or 
fi rearm certifi cate is granted or renewed, 
the holder must sign it on receipt. This is 
to show that you acknowledge and will 
abide by the conditions, which include 
time limits to inform the police 
of certain events. In all of the following cases 

the requirement is to notify the 
police within seven days of the 
transaction or other event if it 
occurs within Great Britain, or 
within 14 days if the event took 
place abroad. 1.  Theft, loss or destruction of 

your certifi cate.2.  The deactivation, destruction, theft or other loss of any shotgun. 3.  The purchase, sale, gift, or other transfer, for example to a 
fi rearms dealer for storage or repair, 
of any shotgun must be notifi ed by 
both parties to the transaction, i.e. the 
person making the transfer and the 
other individual receiving the shotgun. 
The only exception to this rule is that 
there is no requirement to notify the 
police of the loan of any shotgun 
to another certifi cate holder for less 
than 72 hours (note that the same 
exemption for short-term loans does 
not apply to section 1 fi rearms).

These obligations apply equally to 
the holder of a visitor’s shotgun permit. 
In relation to the events in points 1 and 

2 above, it used to be the case that the 
requirement was simply to notify the 
police within seven days (or 14 days if 
abroad). However, with effect from 16 
October 2018, there was a slight change 
in these rules and the requirement is now 

to notify the police ‘as soon as reasonably 

practicable, but within seven days’. This 
infers that if your certifi cate or one of your 

shotguns is lost in circumstances where 
there is a risk of it falling into the wrong 

hands, you ought to notify the 
police as a matter of urgency. 
You could therefore fi nd yourself being criticised by the 

police for taking as long as fi ve 
days to inform them of a loss. 

You must also notify the police without undue delay of 
any permanent change of your 
home address. The police view 
of what amounts to ‘undue delay’ may be rather different 

to yours. To be on the safe side 
it would be best to apply the 
same time limit and to inform 

the police within seven days of your move.      
It used to be the case that notice had to 

be sent to the police by recorded delivery. 

However, it is now perfectly acceptable 
to notify the police by email. You may 
wish to set your email so that you 
receive a notifi cation when it has 
been read. That way you will have 
some evidence that your email has been received by the licensing department. It is important to bear in mind that failure to comply with any of the above time limits 

is a criminal offence for which you can 
be prosecuted and punished by a fi ne 
or even a sentence of up to six months 
imprisonment. The police do not always 
bring a prosecution but you may think it 
is hardly a risk worth taking. Furthermore, 

even if you escape prosecution, breach 
of any of these time limits could results 
in revocation or non-renewal of your 
certifi cate, particularly if combined with 
other factors or if the police view it as 
indicative of a general attitude on your 
part of being complacent about your 
responsibilities as a certifi cate holder. At 
the very least, you can expect a written 
warning from the licensing department 
if you fail to comply, which would then 
place you at greater risk of your certifi cate 

being revoked in the future should further 

concerns come to police attention. 
If in doubt, always check time limits 

carefully, and if necessary contact CPSA 

for advice.

PREMIER LEAGUE
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I
t is widely accepted now that you should be cautious 
about what you post on social media sites, because 
you cannot safely assume it will never come to the 

attention of your employers or prospective employers. 
However, it may not have occurred to you that your 
local police force may similarly assess your social media 
activity to judge your behaviour and attitudes, and 
whether this makes you a suitable person who can 
safely be permitted to possess firearms or shotguns. 

I am not suggesting that police firearms licensing 
departments routinely monitor every certificate 
holder’s social media activity. However, if 
concerns are brought to their attention about 
what you have been posting, or they have 
more general concerns about your behaviour 
or opinions you have expressed, be aware 
that the police may start to investigate your 
social media persona. In that event, the police 
will consider not only material which you have 
written yourself but also posts by others which 
you have re-posted or ‘liked’.  

Unsurprisingly, the police will be concerned 
if your social media activity includes threats of 
violence or expressions of support for serious 
violence, or in particular circumstances, 
for example, “I don’t see what’s wrong with shooting 

burglars“. However, I have also seen 
plenty of cases where shotgun and 

firearm certificates have 
been refused or revoked 
through posts which it 

never occurred to 
the individual could 

have any relevance to their 
suitability to hold guns. 

Bear in mind that what you 
viewed as a bit of harmless 
fun or an innocent joke, which 
you never intended anyone to 
take seriously, may not necessarily 
be received by others in the same 
way. It could be interpreted by the 
licensing authority as an indicator that you will 

not cooperate with them or comply 
with your obligations as a certificate 
holder, that you may be mentally 
unbalanced or harbour extremist views 
which are incompatible with gun ownership. 
Some examples of social media mistakes I have 
seen in the past which have cost individuals 
their certificate are: 
• �Expressing views about the law relating to 

firearms which is either incorrect or does not 
accord with accepted views on the subject.

• �Suggesting or implying the police are 
stupid and do not understand firearms law.

• �Expressing or supporting strong racist, 
homophobic or other intolerant views.

• �Being ‘friends’ on social media with others who have 
serious criminal convictions or who post material 
which would be a cause for concern.

• �Photographs and videos of shooting in circumstances 
which the police might deem to be unsafe.

• �Posts which suggest you engage in drug use or 
excessive alcohol intake.

• �Information which identifies you as a certificate holder 
with your location, risking the security of your firearms.

• �Inflammatory remarks about your partner, 
especially in the context of you going through 
a relationship breakdown, such that there is an 
increased risk of further tension.

Nobody would wish to restrict free speech, the 
police and the courts included, and often they 
will recognise that what is said on social media 
has to be taken ‘with a large pinch of salt’, but 
unfortunately it can be all too easy to give the 

wrong impression. The reality is that such posts are 
handing the police a reason to take your certificate 

away from you, and the court might well agree with the 
concerns voiced by the police. Keep in mind that posting 
any item which could attract complaints from others who 
may see it is itself a risk if they might complain to police. 

So, the next time you are tempted to react in haste to 
what others have posted, pause for a moment to consider 
what your post may say about you. Once posted, its going 
to be very difficult to take back that controversial remark.

W
hat is it about the Ling 
family that makes them 
all such devastating 
shots? Genetics? 

Something in that Somerset 
water? Or do they just 
really hate clay pigeons? 
Hopefully we can all 
become a bit more ‘Ling’ 
as we learn what the clan’s 
Junior shot, Theo, brings 
with him for a day  
of competition.

As a Perazzi team 
member Theo proudly sports 
his High Tech 3. However, it’s a 
new addition to his kit bag. “I used to 
use a Perazzi MX2000/3,” Theo says, “but 

Trap sensation Theo Ling shows Jasper Fellows  
what it takes to win and what gear he loves. 

I have just started using a new Perazzi 
High Tech 3. The High Tech has a wider 

action and is overbored which helps to 
reduce recoil. Hopefully this will 

give better consistency over a 
longer period.” 

Perazzi famously build 
each gun to the shooter’s 
specifications at its factory 
in Botticino, Italy, a fact 
not lost on Theo, “I set 
up my MX2000/3 with an 
adjustable glove grip stock 
from Perazzi. I’ve gone for 

the same set up with the High 
Tech 3, so that I can more readily 

feel the difference between the two 
guns while still being able to easily make 

xxxx

adjustments to my gun fit if necessary.” 
Unsurprisingly for a professional Trap 
shooter Theo’s gun is further customised 
with ¾ and full fixed chokes.

When it comes to cartridges, Theo 
keeps it Italian, “I always shoot Cheddite 
cartridges as I find them very smooth and 
they give great hits. I tend to use their 
Smart Strikes or Oro cartridges while 
training but switch to their Mach 3s for 
competition shooting. The Mach 3s tend 
to have better weight quality control, so 
I feel more comfortable shooting them in 
competition.” 

THE RIGHT LENSES
Shooting glasses are an absolute must, 
but not just for safety. There is a distinct 

advantage to finding the 
right lens for the lighting 

conditions of the day. 
“I tend to use purple 

lenses in good light,” 
Theo explains, 
“and green in dull 
conditions. I find 
this helps my eye to 
pick up the target 
against a darker 

background.” His 
Pilla Outlaw X7s are 

essentially just one 
big lens with adjustable 

wrap-around temples that 
can be clicked on and off quickly 

and easily. The idea here is to give the 
shooter an uninterrupted sight picture, 
without any rim or nosepiece to get 
in the way. When it comes to hearing 
protection, Theo sports a pair of Peltor 
Optime ear defenders. These simple yet 
effective ear defenders are extremely 
popular among shooters for their 
affordability and comfort.

Next up we have Theo’s Castellani 
Rio mesh vest. It’s a well-made piece of 
kit with tough quilted padding on the 
shoulder and two large cartridge pockets, 
but also very lightweight. When you’re 
travelling to competitions as often as 
Theo it pays to keep things lightweight, 
“I try to keep my kit bag as simple as 
possible. I don’t carry any extras, I literally 
only have my skeet vest, glasses, ear 
defenders, gun oil, and a hat.”

Maybe that’s the key to the Ling’s 
shooting prowess, keep it simple. If, like 
Theo, you are breaking records at The 
European Shooting Championships aged 
only 19, then I think you can let your 
scores do the talking.

At just 19, Jack Ruane holds the record for 
the youngest person to ever shoot 100/300 
and the record for the youngest person to 
take High Gun at a Home International. He 
tells us, “I started shooting with my dad at 
our local grounds. I went to Park Farm to 
shoot and was asked if I wanted to come to 
the Hereford & Worcester AGM, where there 
was a small DTL 25-target competition. 
That was the first time I shot DTL – and I 
won the Junior competition. From then on I 
started doing all of the county competitions, 
winning six of the Colts titles that year. 

He tells us, “I spend all week at university 
and then drive home at the weekends to 
shoot. During the summer, when most of the 
majors are on, university isn’t on – so I have 
plenty of time to travel to the grounds.”

His advice 
to other young 
shooters? “I 
would suggest 
starting with county 
competitions. Try 
everything. Find a discipline 
you enjoy – then stick with it. Then 
attend majors and registered competitions, 
then go for the England team. Even if 
you don’t make it the first year, use that 
experience for the next time. Any young 
shot must enjoy what they do. This is the 
most important part – I always shoot my 
best when I’m enjoying shooting. Don’t 
be despondent with failures or hurdles. I 
missed making the England team three 
times before I finally made it.”

SOCIAL SUPPORT
Most sponsors will want you to 
post, tweet or share information 
on their products. My sponsors 
consist of Laporte-CPC (Traps 
and Clays), Lyalvale Express 
(Cartridges), Laycroft Park 
(Gun), Teague (Chokes), Starkey 
Headsets (Pilla glasses), 
MacWet (Gloves) and Vario 
(hearing protection).

I meet them regularly at 
shows and shooting grounds. It 
is important not to be shy. Try 
to chat with all your sponsors 
and give them feedback on your 
shooting and their products. If 
you are looking for sponsorship, 
patience and improvement is 
the main thing. 

I am also sure not to forget 
to pass on my thanks after a 
good shoot or win to all of my 
supporters, too.

So it has been a great start to 2019, I changed guns in December from a 
Browning 725 30in to a Browning 725 ProSport 32in. I’m still getting 
used to it, but so far my scores have increased. The new gun is fully 

adjustable, with a weighting system and adjustable comb, and after a few 
adjustments it seems to fit me very well. I have been doing a lot of practice 
over the winter months – concentrating on taking targets a little later. I had 
picked up a bad habit of shooting too quickly, which looked good, until I 
started missing relatively easy targets! The new gun has helped as the extra 
barrel length slows my swing.

USING SWING-TO 
AND MAINTAINED LEAD

TRAINING



I
n this article, I’m going to discuss 
how to shoot a simultaneous pair of 
standards using a different method 
for each shot: Swing-To followed 

by Maintained Lead. Please refer to the 
image with graphics below as you read 
this article. 

The first target (labelled A) is a blaze 
standard, quartering right to left from 
behind the pallet with the Browning 
screen on it. The second target (labelled 
B) is a black standard crossing left to 
right and rising over the trees. Because 
it’s a simultaneous pair, you haven’t got 
the luxury of being able to take the gun 
back to a new gun-hold point for the 
second shot, therefore you’ve got to be 
able to get onto it swiftly using a different 
technique other than the CPSA Method. 

You’re going to want to break the first 
target at its peak or thereabouts. You 
should first see target A about a third of 
the way along its flight line, so that’s where 
to establish the visual pick-up point. The 
way to shoot this target is with the Swing-
To method, using the dynamics of the 
shotgun, that is, the combination of the 
spread of the shot and a tight angle, to

take care of the lead.
Mount the gun where you intend to 

break the target, take the gun back about 
a third to halfway down the flight line, 
then take your eyes back further again 
between the barrel and the trap to 
the visual pick-up point. Call 
‘Pull’, focus on the clay, let 
it go past the barrel, and 
then swing the gun smoothly 
to it and take the shot. 
That will then nicely leave 
the gun in position for the 
target coming from the left, 
essentially making the break 
point for the first target the gun-
hold point for the second target. 

You should then try to break target B 
roughly above the Browning flag and 
the screen. The visual pick-up point for 
it is about a third of the way along its 
flight line. However, with this being a 
simultaneous pair, you haven’t got the 
luxury of being able to take the gun back 
to pick it up and use the CPSA Method. 
Instead, hold the gun steady after taking 
the first shot, change your focus to the 
clay, then pull ahead and take the shot with 

the lead already 
established, and keep 
the gun moving smoothly. 

The key to successfully 
shooting this pair is timing. 

By using the Swing-To method, the 
first shot can be taken quickly 

enough that you don’t swing 
past the gun-hold point for 
the second target. If the first 
shot is taken too late, you will 
have to quickly swing your 
gun back down to the flight 
path of the second target, 
which will probably result in 

you stopping the gun and then 
rushing to catch up with the clay. If 

you get the timing of the first shot right, 
then the gun will already be ahead of the 
second target, and by maintaining the 
lead it makes for a much smoother and 
more successful shot. 

And that is how you hit a simultaneous 
pair using Swing-To and Maintained lead.

Browning were the last of 
the major manufacturers to 
release a gun specifically 
designed for female shooters, 
but it shows in the result, 
which encompasses all 
the good aspects of its 
forerunners. The Liberty 

Light is a genuinely smooth 
gun, with the balance where 
it should be, between the 
hands. The trigger pull 
was crisp and responsive 
and there was no recoil or 
muzzle flip with 28-gram 
cartridges. The Monte Carlo 
stock offered a good initial 
fit, with height that suits 
the higher cheek bones of 
female shooters. The pistol 
grip was well shaped and felt 

comfortable in 
the hand. As you would 
expect from Browning, 
the gun is nicely finished 
and detailed, with scroll 
engraving.

Guerini, the Fabarm Elos 
Syren is competitively 
priced, at an RRP

The Elos 
Syren is nicely 
balanced between 
the hands, but the lack 
of weight in the 28G meant 
neither Jo nor Sue found it as 

smooth handling 
as some of

guns we tested.The pistol 
grip was short and shallow, 
something that would suit 
juniors and ladies of a slighter 
build, and the trigger pull 
felt slightly more resistant – a 
feature shared with its big 
sister, the Caesar Guerini 

Syren. The stock has a 
Triwood™ finish – 

a process which 
enhances the 
walnut by the 
application 
of ink – 
which is 
then coated 

by a semi-
gloss acrylic 

varnish. Not to 
everyone’s taste; 

but gives the initial 
impression of a higher grade 
of wood than you would 
expect in a gun at this price 
point and means that the 
stock is entirely waterproof.

Caesar Guerini were the 
innovators of the ladies gun, 
and it shows that they took a 
great deal of care to ensure 
that they got the details right.

EYES ON 
THE PRIZE

Jasper Fellows explains  
what to look for in your  

next pair of shooting glasses.

T
here is no doubt about it, 
protecting your vision while 
shooting is vital. Shooting  
glasses are compulsory at all 

CPSA registered shoots. Even if you 
aren’t at a CPSA event most shooting 
venues will strongly advise that some 
form of eye protection is worn while on  
their grounds. 

This is old news. Most, if not all, of us 
are aware that it simply isn’t worth the 
risk to shoot without taking adequate 
precautions. But what should we look for 
when it comes purchasing  
shooting glasses?

Your first consideration should 
be safety. These days it’s 
rare to find lenses made 
from glass, instead 
plastics are the go-to 
materials of choice. 
However not all 
plastic is made 
equal. Aim to pick 
out lenses made 
from polycarbonates 
or Trivex. Both are 
extremely tough, 
shatter resistant but 
lightweight. They also 
block 100 percent of the sun’s 
UV rays, giving you protection from 
both debris and damaging radiation. 

Your next consideration should be 
sight picture. Can you see everything you 
need to down range? Look for glasses 
with minimal frames and bridges. Many 
modern shooting glasses are simply one 
large frameless lens. This is perfect as it 

Look for glasses with minimal frames and 
bridges. Many modern shooting glasses are 

simply one large frameless lens. This is perfect as 
it allows for a totally uninterrupted sight picture...

allows for a totally uninterrupted sight 
picture. While less is certainly more as 
far as frames are concerned, those who 
are easily distracted by activity in their 
peripheral vision might want to think 
about adding a set of side shields to 
keep them focused.

TO YOUR PRESCRIPTION
Prescription shooting 

glasses are available 
from a wide range 
of manufacturers. 
There are a couple 
of different options 
to look at here. 
Either direct glaze 
models, where the 

main lens matches 
your prescription, or 

insert models, where 
your own prescription 

lenses can be inserted behind 
a protective primary lens. It is worth 

noting that while having a single lens will 
give a better image, especially where 
movement is involved, you will have to 
get a prescription lens made for each 
tint you require. With insert models you 
can buy off the shelf and just switch your 
prescription lenses between them  

as needed. Tint is an oft-debated factor. 
Really it all comes down to which colour 
will give you the greatest contrast 
between the target and the background. 
Generally speaking orange and yellow 
tints help to block out blue light, so 
should be used in light mist or fog. Blue 
or purple tints help to block out green 
light, so give effective target contrast 
against green backgrounds, such as 
woodland. Darker tints should be used 
in bright sunshine. The effectiveness of 
tints can vary greatly between shooters, 
if possible try out a few different tints 
in different lighting conditions before 
making a purchase. Photochromic lenses 
are definately worth looking into. These 
will darken automatically in bright light, 
meaning you won’t have to worry about 
switching your lenses mid shoot.

Last but not least, style and comfort. If 
you don’t like your glasses you aren’t 
going to wear them. Uncomfortable or ill-
fitting glasses can cause literal headaches 
and put you off your game. Find a pair 
that you like and find comfortable and 
not only will you be protecting your 
eyesight, you might even find your  
scores improving.

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Sarah Daly divulges how quotas are allocated for the Olympics.

W
ith each 
Olympic 
cycle, the 
International 

Olympic Committee (IOC) 
assigns a certain number of 
Quota Places to the ISSF, most 
of which are won by nations 
at designated qualification 
competitions. There are 
several ways in which quota 
places may be achieved:

HOW QUOTA PLACES  
ARE AWARDED
ISSF events
Quota places are generally 
won by the best placed 
athlete competing in ISSF 
World Cup Series, ISSF 
World Championships, and 
Continental Championships. 
The quota place is won by an 
athlete for their nation.

Each event is allocated a 
number of quota places per 
discipline. This is the highest 
placed athlete provided they 
have not already won a quota 
place or the nation has not 
reached its quota limit.

A nation may request 
a quota place in one 

INTERNATIONAL

event be traded for a quota place 
in any other event, if available.

Only athletes who have 
achieved a Minimum 
Qualification Score (MQS) in 
specific qualification events 
may be entered in one or more 
of the Olympic events. 

MQS: Trap: Men 112, 
Women 92, Skeet: Men 
114, Women 92.

World ranking 
An invitation is 
issued to the 
highest-ranked 
shooter (not the 
nation), who has 
not yet qualified or 
whose nation has 
not achieved a quota 
place in any of the 12 
individual events. He/she will 
obtain a direct Olympic quota 
place through the World 
Rankings. 

TRIPARTITE COMMISSION 
INVITATION PLACES
Athletes are granted an 
invitation place, but 

they must have 
achieved a 

MQS. The World Ranking 
and Tripartite Commission 
Invitation is an opportunity to 
increase the number of nations 
shooting at the Olympics.

QHow did you start 
shooting? 

A: From the age of seven I 
was shooting air rifles on a 
daily basis before moving 
on to a single barrel .410.

A: Quite simply winning 
the CPSA WESP at the 
prestigious E. J. Churchill 
Shooting Ground.

QHow did it feel to 
be named CPSA Clay 

Shooter of the Year 
A: Amazing! I can honestly say 
that it had never crossed my 
mind to even be considered 
for it, let alone win it.

QTell us a little about 
your set up.

A: I am currently 
using a left-
handed Beretta 
DT11 32in. It is 
quite simply the 
best gun I’ve 
had the pleasure 
to shoot. It has 
great balance 
and handles like no 
other. As for ammunition, 
always Hull Cartridges. I’m 
still using the same cartridge 
I’ve used for the past 12 
years. I’m a great believer 
in using a quality cartridge
