The European FITASC Sporting championships  
begin in Dorset in early June

• When you receive your competitor  

number and time sheet at the opening 

ceremony on Wednesday June 7, make  

sure you have four safety pins to pin your 

number centrally between the shoulder 

blades on the back of your shooting attire 

and not on your cartridge bag.

• Check your time sheet, making sure you 

know when and where you start each day; 

be early, do not leave it until the last 

minute to catch your transport. The 

referees won’t wait and it could cost  

you up to 25 lost targets or an £80  

protest fee.

• You will also be considered absent if you  

do not have, and wear correctly, eye and 

hearing protection.

• Pay attention to the ‘show’ targets, the 

first competitor in the stand will see in 

menu order, all the single targets; they will  

then have 15 seconds to call for each  

target as will you when it’s your turn.  

If you go over time you will receive a 

warning; one warning is all you get for  

any offence, after that you will start to  

have penalties awarded i.e. the referee will 

deduct targets; this can be costly. If it is on 

a simultaneous or rafale double you will 

lose both targets.

• Empty out from your cartridge bag all 

those leftovers from the game season as 

you are only allowed a maximum of 28g 

load and 2.5mm (+0.1mm tolerance) shot  

size. Do not think English or continental 

shot size six will be ok; they will fail the  

field tests that will be carried out 

throughout the four-day event  

including shoot-offs. 

Get ready for FITASC
COMPETITION

AS THE European FITASC Sporting 

championships get underway at Lulworth 

Castle in Dorset on June 7-11, Hugh Smith, 

President of FITASC Referees Commission, has 

some sage advice for those who have not, or 

rarely, shoot this discipline.

“To avoid the referees giving you a ‘warning’, 

follow my advice and you should only have to 

shoot and enjoy your four days of competition,” 

he says.

• Make sure you have a 25cm visible line  

on your Skeet vest or shirt; this is what the 

referees judge your gun position by when in 

the ready position (Rule 3.1.1 & 3.1.2). It is 

your responsibility to have this line correctly 

marked and positioned on your shooting attire.

The thinking behind this was to also give us 

more people to choose our county team from.

HOW DID YOU GO ABOUT ESTABLISHING 
THE COMPETITION AND FINDING

We tried to find a formula which encouraged 

people to try different Trap disciplines. We 

came up with the idea of an accumulator type  

of competition where people had to shoot 

multiple events. This was designed to have  

no clear winner until the last event. We then 

created a list of local businesses and individuals 

who may have a connection or interest in  

the sport. We really wanted to put something  

back into the sport we love and provide some 

potential business streams for our sponsors by 

raising awareness of their products and services.

THE COMPETITION HAS EVOLVED FROM A

Yes and no. It was designed to attract more 

shooters to take part in county-level competitions 

with the specific aim of attracting more young 

people to try different disciplines and get a 

taste for competition shooting. If this then 

encourages people to start competing in major 

competitions and beyond it can only be a 

positive for the sport.

THE PRIZE CEREMONY. CAN YOU TELL US 
A BIT MORE ABOUT THIS?
Having gained significant sponsorship, we as a 

committee were looking for a more prestigious 

event to present and raise the profile of the 

fantastic prizes and county awards on offer  

and also to celebrate the achievements of our 

county shooters over the last year. We came  

up with the idea of a subsidised dinner and 

dance. The event was to be funded through a 

combination of county funding, sponsorship 

and a raffle on the night with some major 

prizes on offer. The first event was a bit of a  

leap of faith as we weren’t sure if people  

would attend. As it was, the county members 

supported us, purchased tickets and attended  

to make the event a success. The feedback from 

that event was very positive and this has now 

become a regular fixture.

SAUNSBURY EXAMINES WHETHER

N APRIL 26 2017 the Independent 

Police Complaints Commission  

(IPCC) published its report of their 

investigation into Surrey Police 

Firearms Licensing Department and 

whether they could have prevented  

two deaths at the hands of a Surrey  

shotgun certificate holder. While such tragic events are 

fortunately very rare in the UK, the publication of the 

IPCC report has, as with similar events in the past, led 

media commentators to question whether adequate 

checks are carried out by the Police on certificate holders 

and if it is time to impose stricter controls on who should 

be allowed to have a certificate.  

The IPCC report was commissioned after John Lowe, 

who had been issued a shotgun certificate by Surrey 

Police, fatally shot his partner and one of her daughters in 

2014. Previously, in 2013, Surrey Police had temporarily 

seized Mr Lowe’s shotguns and certificate from him when 

his partner’s other daughter reported to police that Mr 

Lowe had threatened to kill her whilst holding a shotgun 

in his hand. Four months later in July 2013 Surrey Police 

returned Mr Lowe’s guns to him after that allegation was 

withdrawn. The IPCC has now found there were serious 

failings by Surrey Police to assess previous police 

intelligence reports on John Lowe, including concerns 

which had been raised about his mental stability. The  

key causes of those failings were identified by the IPCC  

as being inadequate supervision and training of officers 

within Surrey Police Firearms Licensing Department.

What makes the decision by Surrey Police to return Mr 

Lowe’s shotguns and certificate all the more staggering is 

the timing of it. They had seized his guns in March 2013 

after the complaint by his partner’s daughter that he had 

threatened to kill her. Just over a year earlier on New Year’s 

Day January 2012 in County Durham a tragically similar 

incident happened in which another certificate holder, 

Michael Atherton, shot his girlfriend and two of her 

family. Mr Atherton had previously had his guns and 

certificate seized temporarily by the police following  

more than one domestic allegation and then later  

returned to him.

The IPCC report into the investigation of Durham 

Police Constabulary’s handling of that case had been 

deeply critical of the lack of proper checks carried out  

by the Durham Police Firearms Licensing Department. 

That report was published in June 2013, just one month 

before Surrey Police returned Mr Lowe’s guns to him. 

Unfortunately the licensing officers in Surrey Police  

who made that decision do not seem to have been 

sufficiently aware of the IPCC report on the Durham case,  

or to have taken on board the IPCC’s recommendations 

for more regular and careful review of the suitability of 

certificate holders.

In recent years, partly as a result of a handful of widely 

publicised cases including those of Mr Lowe and Mr 

Atherton, Home Office guidance on firearms licensing 

has been significantly tightened to direct the police to 

carry out a very careful review in every case where any 

kind of domestic allegation is made against a certificate 

holder. In addition, since April 2016, the police have 

been required to make enquiries with the doctor of every 

applicant or renewing certificate holder. In my experience, 

the cases of Mr Lowe and Mr Atherton are a stark contrast 

from the extremely cautious approach the Police usually 

adopt. 

The publication of the recent IPCC review of the Surrey 

Police failings to properly assess available evidence and 

intelligence on Mr Lowe should not therefore be used  

as a justification to call for tighter legal controls on the 

possession of firearms. Instead, it is a deeply tragic, but 

fortunately rare, example of how an adequate system of 

control can be in place but nevertheless things can go 

terribly wrong if police firearms licensing departments are 

understaffed and lack proper training and supervision. 

LESSONS LEARNED

from licensing
failures?
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Another busy, popular ground is Southdown Gun Club,  

a CPSA Premier ground just north of Worthing in West 

Sussex. Greg Swan is co-owner of the ground with Shaun 

Miller. Greg is a keen shooter and says it’s vital to provide  

a good service to the ground’s customers, the shooters. 

Southdown employs around a dozen full-time staff in various 

categories: ground staff and trappers; coaching and instruction; 

and operations, admin and event management. On a busy 

weekend they may boost that with up to 50 part-timers.

Ground staff might not sound like the most glamorous 

role, but Greg explains there’s more to the job than you 

might think. It’s not just about filling clay traps, and his 

ground staff have qualifications such as forklift driving and 

use of pesticides. Then there are instructors and coaches, 

both full- and part-time, for customers at all levels, from the 

have-a-go groups to top level coaches with the appropriate 

CPSA qualifications.

Greg says they have spent eight years building a good 

team at Southdown, making it a great place to work. So 

what advice can he offer to someone interested in working 

at a shooting ground? “The natural route into ground staff 

work is through one of the agricultural colleges, such as 

Sparsholt and Brinsbury. When we have a vacancy, that’s 

where we turn first.”

Jobs are advertised via social media, but many vacancies 

are filled through personal contacts. Get to know your local 

ground, chat to the people who work there, find out what 

the job entails, and let them know you’re interested. You 

never know where it might lead.

IN SHOOTING, JAMES MARCHINGTON LOOKS AT 
WORKING ON A SHOOTING GROUND

F YOU love shooting, you must have 

looked around a shooting ground at 

some point and thought to yourself: 

“Wouldn’t it be great to work here?”  

On a warm summer’s day, it certainly 

seems idyllic, although you might think 

twice when you have to fill the traps in a 

freezing January gale.

The range of opportunities is greater than you might 

imagine. Becky Lord is Personal Assistant to E.J. Churchill 

Managing Director Rob Fenwick. She explains that the  

CPSA Premier Plus ground, near High Wycombe in 

Buckinghamshire, employs around 25 full-time staff  

and calls on many more seasonal and part-time staff  

when required.

Jobs at the ground fall into three main categories. There 

are the ground staff, who look after the traps and the 

upkeep of the ground itself. Then there are the caddies and 

instructors. Indoors you’ll find the office staff, who deal 

with bookings, organise and run events, and much more. 

E.J. Churchill also organises shoots off-site – this year they 

are running the clay line at the Game Fair again, as well as 

putting on charity shoots and simulated game days.

It is a busy, varied business and, as a result, Becky says, no 

two days are the same: “One day might be just a regular day 

at the shooting school, then the next day we might have 

120 people for a VIP event. Just recently we had a ‘Boys’ 

Toys’ day, with people test-driving Maseratis and Ferraris, 

helicopters and off-road driving. I really enjoy working 

here. It’s never quiet, that’s for sure!”

ET OVER 15 stands across a glorious site, the 

120-target course proved challenging with 

several deceptive targets that caused even 

the very best problems.

With demand for entries so high, the 

competition extended to the Wednesday 

morning and on the first day shooters were 

greeted with warm sunshine and very little wind, which 

proved to be the best weather conditions of the entire week.

The leaderboard reflected this, as four of the top 11 scores 

for the whole competition came on the first day. No score 

was more impressive than young Taylor Hedgecock, who 

posted 113 ex 120 on Wednesday afternoon to set the 

benchmark for everyone else.

Speaking after his round the AA Junior hotshot reflected: 

“I’m very happy with my score. Conditions were near on 

perfect, with very little wind. I got off to a really good start 

and didn’t drop a target on the first eight stands and then 

momentum carried me through.”

By the end of the first day it was apparent that any  

score above 110 would have a strong chance of making the 

six-man Super Final on the Sunday. Highwaymans owner 

Simon Smith and his team had clearly set the course with 

this in mind.

“My brother Mark and I spent a lot of time setting the 

course up and designing the stands to try and make sure 

that everyone is hitting 50 per cent,” he said. “So there’s  

a target that you should really hit and one you have to work 

for. We designed the course so that people are shooting to 

their class and the scores have reflected this.”

AAA shots Philip Thorrold and Paul Simpson both 

registered 112 ex 120 on Wednesday and Thursday 

respectively to tie for second place on the leaderboard.  

Paul shot seven or eight on every stand, highlighting the 

importance of remaining consistent throughout the course. 

Many of the top shots on course during the week appeared 

to be suffering a hangover from the World English Sporting, 

which took place in San Antonio at the end of April. Richard 

Faulds and George Digweed both fell short of the mark with 

Richard scoring 102 and George finishing on 107.

Last year’s English Open Champion Chris Childerhouse 

and third place Andy Jude (who both shot for England in San 

Antonio) recorded a pair of 105s when shooting in the same 

squad on Saturday afternoon. 

Chris said: “I had a bad start. I was six away after the first 

four stands. I pulled it together in the middle, but letting 

them slip away at the start was the problem. I was maybe  

a little bit nervous trying to retain the title and possibly 

tried too hard.”

While the weather forecast had predicted rain for much 

of the week, only the odd light shower ever appeared and 

the Sunday shooters were greeted with warm sunshine for 

the conclusion of the competition.

Heading into the last day there was a group of five 

shooters tied for sixth place on 110 ex 120. However,  

finals day always attracts a number of big names and Steve 

Brightwell produced a fine round of 111 ex 120 to force his 

way into the top six scores. 

Last year’s British Open champion Mark Winser and  

Carl Bloxham completed the six-man Super Final, both 

registering 111 earlier in the week, leaving them two off  

the pace alongside Steve.

With scores being carried forward, Taylor held a narrow 

lead as the Super Final got underway in front of a large 

crowd who were all eager to see if the 18-year-old could  

seal victory. 
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The 30 targets were unforgiving and set in similar fashion 

to the main course. All of the finalists notably struggled on 

the second stand as the wind took its toll on the targets. 

After the first 10 targets, Hedgecock still held a one point 

advantage over Paul Simpson, both shooting nine out of 10, 

while Philip Thorrold continued to apply the pressure in 

third scoring eight.

The second stand saw momentum shift, as Simpson 

scored six, while Hedgecock dropped an additional clay, 

putting the pair level, with Thorrold a further two back.

Plenty of drama unfolded on the last stand. Simpson 

missed his first pair, before hitting the remaining eight 

targets to give him an overall score of 135. Hedgecock  

only managed to hit one out of his first four targets,  

which proved decisive. A final stand score of five gave  

the teenager a total of 132 to earn him third place and  

the Junior High Gun.

A late rally from Thorrold saw him drop one target 

through the first seven on the final stand and it looked as 

though we were heading for a shoot-off. However, when he 

missed the crucial eighth target, all hopes of victory were 

dashed as he eventually finished on 134. 

Describing the closing stages, Paul said: “I threw caution 

to the wind. I was frustrated by missing the first pair and 

knew I had to get it together. I refocused and thankfully 

managed to score eight out of 10. It was a tense moment 

watching Philip shoot as he finished really strongly, but 

luckily I just did enough.”

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Having last won the trophy back in 2005, he reflected: 

“It’s nice to have my hands back on it – this was the very 

first big Championship I won and I’m delighted to have 

won it this year. I really enjoyed the competition; I honestly 

came here with no real hopes of shooting well and ended 

up with the trophy!”

Georgia Moule completed a double across Ladies and 

Lady Juniors, shooting an impressive 100 ex 120. The 

Cambridgeshire shooter pipped Pauline Chapman by a 

single point to take the Ladies title, with Nadine Gilder 

completing the top three on 94 ex 120.

The Lady Colts category was equally competitive. The top 

three shooters were separated by two points. Annalise Evans 

took the honours with 88, closely followed by Evie Figliolini 

on 87 and Ami Hedgecock with 86.

Carl Bloxham scored 19 ex 30 in the Super Final to take 

the Veterans High Gun ahead of Steve Brightwell, who 

scored 15. Carl also claimed first place in AAA Class.

Jamie Gutteridge completed a hat trick of victories in 

Disabled Standing with his 95 ex 120 and Adrian Last 

retained the Disabled Sitting title scoring 89 ex 120.

Alongside the shooting prizes, there was a random prize 

draw from all the English Open entrants to win a pair of 

Pilla Panther X7 50RHC Lens, kindly supplied by Starkey 

Headsets. Ben Davies, who is an instructor at Bisley 

Shooting Ground, was the lucky name drawn.

Rounding up the week, CPSA Chief Executive Nick 

Fellows commented: “Simon Smith and his team have done 

a fantastic job hosting the English Open at Highwaymans 

Shooting Ground and many congratulations to Paul 

Simpson on taking the title.

“The great thing about the competition is that all week 

people have been round and said that they really enjoyed 

their day’s shooting, regardless of how well they shot and 

we’ve had really good feedback from our members about it.

“Finally, we’d like to say thank you to our sponsors, 

Perazzi, Eley, Promatic and Starkey Headsets. It’s been great 

to get their support, and we look forward to returning to 

Highwaymans Shooting Ground in the near future.”

the quartering away target

S H O O T  L I K E  A  P R O

N THE third of our ‘How to hit’ series, we look at 

the quartering going away target. This target is 

commonly seen on a Sporting shoot. Typically, 

the trap will be quite close to the shooting 

stand, throwing the clay away and slightly 

across your field of view either left-to-right or 

right-to-left. As with most targets, the quartering 

away clay can be hit consistently if you approach it in the 

right way, but there are also common mistakes that make it 

a bogey bird for some. 

This target is most often missed in front, for one of two 

reasons. Either the shooter is holding the barrels too close  

to the trap, or they are looking for the target too far back, 

near the trap. In both cases, the target quickly gets ahead  

of them and they chase after it. In their rush to catch up, 

they overshoot the target and miss in front.

If you apply the correct method, there is no need to  

rush things. Hitting a quartering away target should be  

as smooth and consistent as any other. I use a ‘swing-to’

method for this target. I let the clay get just ahead of my 

barrels, swing to it and fire at it, keeping the gun moving  

as I fire. 

The key to this is using the correct gun hold point so  

that your gun naturally finds the target without you either 

rushing to catch it up, or checking your swing because you 

have got ahead.

As always, the first step is to decide on your break point 

– where you intend to break the clay. In this case, the target 

is being thrown from the trap a few yards to my left. Calling 

to see a target, I decide where I will shoot it and make a 

mental note of a landmark on the horizon – here my break 

point will be above the hedge, to the left of the two trees on 

the far side of the field.

Next I must decide on my visual pick up point. This  

is where you first see the target as a distinct, solid object, 

rather than as a blur or streak. In this instance, my visual 

pick up point is about one-third of the way along the 

target’s flight, perhaps 10-15 yards out from the trap.

Now I have determined the break point and the visual 

pick up point, I need to decide on my gun hold point. As 

always it will fall somewhere between the other two points. 

Experience will help you to choose the right gun hold point 

from the start, but if the first clay shows you are holding the 

gun too close to the trap, or too far out, you can adjust for 

subsequent targets.

Conveniently on this stand there is a Browning banner 

on the bank which happens to be in just the right position 

to act as a reference for my gun hold point – I will hold the 

gun above the left hand part of the banner. If the banner 

wasn’t there, I would be looking for a tree or bush on the 

horizon to act as my marker instead.

Having decided on my three points, I am ready to take 

my first target. I align my feet towards the break 

point, load, and mount the gun to that point. 

Then I swing the gun back along the target’s line 

of flight to my gun hold point. I let my head 

come slightly up off the stock and turn my eyes 

back to my visual pick up point.

Now I am ready to call ‘pull!’. When the 

target appears, I pick it up with my eyes and 

focus on it. I let it go past the barrels, swing the 

gun smoothly to it and shoot at it, making sure to 

keep the gun moving rather than stopping my swing.  

As always, it is important not to stop the gun as you fire. 

We all know that of course, but it’s a trap that many 

shooters fall into without realising, so it can be useful  

to have a friend watch you shoot and make sure.

If you are having trouble with quartering 

away targets, or any other target for that 

matter, don’t let it become a hang-up that 

eats away at your confidence. Go back to 

basics and approach it in the correct way. If 

you still can’t make it work, book a session 

with a CPSA qualified coach who is trained  

to analyse where you’re going wrong and put 

you back on track.

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 Q:  How long have you shot for? 
 A:  I have been shooting for 35 years. 

 Q:  When did you start your ground? 
 A:  The shooting ground is situated on our farm 

and has been running since the 1960s as an 

English Sporting ground when the late Clifford 

Norbury ran it. We closed it in 2004 due to 

family commitments elsewhere. 

We reopened at the end of June last year 

with the aim of providing a competitive 

high-class DTL facility for the North West. The 

shoot is family run and we have had a lot of 

support and encouragement from the Cheshire 

CPSA. We have a small group of qualified 

referees who are invaluable to the smooth 

running of the shoot.

 Q:  How has the ground developed over 
the years?  
 A:  At present we have two layouts for DTL 

and are in the process of submitting a planning 

application to enable us to shoot five days a 

week. We’ve also submitted an application  

to allow us to install a soil bund for noise 

retention and to collect the lead shot for 

recycling purposes.  

 Q:  What is the clay shooting scene like 
where you are?  
 A:  The clay shooting scene appears to have a 

really good atmosphere, with a lot of new faces

 Q:  What are your current aims?  
 A:  I retired from work due to ill health last year 

and aimed to set up a shooting ground again, 

funded by selling 10 acres of land, which 

provided the capital to set up the two DTL 

layouts. When the ground was in the process  

of being registered as a DTL facility, we received 

encouraging feedback from the CPSA. Our aim 

is to secure planning permission to enable us  

to shoot five days a week so we can offer more 

lessons and some practice sessions. I am due to 

complete the Instructor Training Course with 

the CPSA shortly and we are looking to provide 

some master classes for the more experienced 

shooters to improve their technique.

13-YEAR-OLD LUCY Hall has been shooting for 

just two years but is already making a name for 

herself, particularly in DTL.

been very lucky to have been offered the 2017 

Beretta Young Shots from GMK. This is an 

all-round gun for me to shoot all the trap 

disciplines due to its weight and balance.” 

When asked for advice on shooting DTL, 

Lucy says that consistency is key. “And when 

you miss a target, put that behind you because 

you can’t do anything about it, but the next 

target you can.” She’s also a fan of shooting at 

multiple shooting grounds, as “this will help 

improve your shooting due to different 

surroundings.”

Lucy has continued to shoot a range of 

disciplines and says her long-term ambition is 

“to hopefully have the honour to represent my 

country at a Commonwealth and Olympic 

Games.”

Her advice to other young shots is simple: 

“Just enjoy your shooting and to take each 

competition as it comes.”

LAY CARTRIDGES come in a 

bewildering array of options, as 

a quick rummage through the 

bins at any shooting ground 

will confirm. There are different 

manufacturers, each with a 

handful of brands in their range, 

from ‘budget’ to ‘premium’ ammo. There’s 

high velocity and standard, fibre and plastic 

wads, shot sizes from 6.5 or 7 to 9, perhaps 

with a few percent of antimony to make the 

pellets harder. The permutations are endless, 

but at least we can all agree on one thing: 28g, 

or 1oz in old money, is the only sensible load 

to shoot. Or is it?

DOES MORE LEAD MATTER?

Common sense dictates that the more lead you 

put in the air, the more likely you are to break 

the target. The maximum load permitted in 

CPSA competitions is 28g, so that’s what the 

majority of people shoot. They would argue 

that there’s no point handicapping yourself  

by shooting less.

If you’re practising it must surely make  

sense to use the same cartridges you would  

in competition, just as you would practise  

with the same gun and wear the same clothing. 

You could save a few pounds a thousand by 

switching to 24g or 21g shells for practice, but, 

compared to all the costs of travel, entry fees

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and the rest, that isn’t a significant enough 

saving to tempt many people.

So on the face of it, there is no reason to 

shoot anything less than 28g unless you are 

competing in the ISSF or ‘international’ 

discipline Olympic Skeet, where the maximum 

permitted load is 24g. In CPSA registered 

Olympic Trap competitions, 28g is permitted 

for C and D Class shooters (see www.cpsa.co.

uk/news for clarification of this rule 

amendment made in 2012).

Of course if it was that simple, cartridge 

manufacturers would hardly ever sell lighter 

loads, other than a proportion of 24g shells for 

international disciplines. But they do, as that 

rummage through the bins will reveal. So who 

is shooting these lighter loads, and why?

The glib answer is that it’s youngsters  

and ladies, who find the thump of a full-size 

28g cartridge more than they can handle 

comfortably. There is some truth in that.  

All else being equal, a lighter load means  

less recoil. A smaller or more lightly built 

shooter may also be using a lighter gun, 

making a lighter cartridge more appealing.

Then there’s the busy market for beginners’ 

have-a-go days, corporate events, and a 

growing number of simulated game days, when 

each shooter may fire 400-500 shells in a single 

day. Do that with 28g cartridge and you will 

likely have the mother of all headaches!

Shooting grounds tend to use a very light, 

21g ‘trainer’ cartridge for beginners. Using  

a light, low recoiling cartridge ensures the 

novice shooter has a gentle introduction to 

firing a gun, and can concentrate on hitting 

the target without worrying about the recoil. 

The instructor wants to send his clients away 

with smiles, not bruises, on their faces.

Probably no-one would consider shooting  

a competition with 21g loads, but there is a 

consensus that 21g has a particular magic about 

it. It is comfortable to shoot and the patterns 

can be exceptionally even and consistent. This 

is said to be due to the short shot column, which 

produces fewer deformed pellets on firing. As  

a result, 21g ‘training’ loads will give perfectly 

good breaks on all but the more extreme targets. 

Visit a shooting ground with a high tower and 

you will see the evidence all day long.

The general picture is that the vast majority 

of shooters use 28g for both competition and 

practice, a few prefer 24g for the lighter recoil, 

and 21g is almost exclusively used for training, 

novices and simulated game events.

David Thompson, marketing manager at  

Eley Hawk confirms that cartridge sales figures 

support this. He estimates that around 75 per 

cent of clay cartridges sold in the UK are 28g, 

15 per cent are 24g, and the remainder 21g. But 

the split between 28g and 24g remains static 

and there’s no sign of shooters moving down 

to 24g, whether in search of lower recoil or for 

any other reason.

If you are looking for lower recoil, David 

says, there is no reason to switch from 28g.  

You can get what you want by moving to a 

cartridge with different powder. “Better quality 

powder means lower recoil,” he says. Where 

you are able to use plastic wads, he recommends 

trying Eley’s DTL Gold. “It has a very slightly 

lower velocity, at just under 1,300 feet per 

second. We use a really good powder, and the 

result is noticeably lower recoil with very good 

performance.”

Bill McGuire for the 

American team shot 95 on the Browning  

while England’s James Attwood shot a 90. 

England Captain Martin Myers shot 81, well 

below what he is capable of, while Chris 

Childerhouse shot a decent score of 87 

although he was disappointed. 

The start of the second day was chilly and 

with it was a fairly stiff breeze which made the 

two courses very different from day one, and 

some of the scores from the early rotation took 

some believing with Richard Faulds posting  

a 79! I doubt Richard can remember the last 

time he was anywhere close to that! George 

Digweed managed 92, giving him a total of  

189 and progressing him into yet another 

Super Final, while James Attwood missed  

out by just one target.

ENGLISH OPEN
Defending champion John Lee scored 86 over 

the two layouts, 46 on the first round and 40 

on the second, and nine points short of his 

winning tally from last year. It was several 

hours before the lead was challenged and it  

was no surprise who was piling on the pressure. 

The ever-present Paul Chaplow scored 41 on 

the first layout but pulled out all the stops  

and only missed another five targets on the 

second layout to tie the lead. He was quickly 

followed by Austin Coxhead who was back to 

championship shooting after a winter break. 

Austin showed his Class by mirroring Paul’s 

score exactly and lining up a very familiar  

and rather tantalising shoot off.

SARAH DALY REPORTS ON THE ISSF 
WORLD CUP IN LARNACA, CYPRUS, 

WHERE BEN LLEWELLIN SHOT 
BRILLIANTLY IN THE SKEET MEN

ARNACA, CYPRUS, hosted 

the third and final World 

Cup of the 2017 series in 

April/May to some 365 

competitors, considerably 

more than the previous 2017 

World Cups. The competition 

was stiff and you needed to be ‘on your game’ 

to make the finals, never mind step up to the 

podium, with three new Finals World Records 

established despite some very windy weather 

making for some interesting targets!

GBR’s best result was from world-ranked  

17 (May 1) Ben Llewellin, shooting brilliantly 

in the Skeet Men, achieving an international 

personal best of 123ex125 in the qualifying 

section, and staying within the top three scores 

throughout. To illustrate the standard, there 

were 11 athletes sharing sixth place on 97ex100 

after the fourth of five rounds, finishing with 

122ex125 being the lowest score to make the 

finals.

The second day was a marathon: three 

qualifying rounds, a shoot-off to establish the 

final’s ranking placings, followed by the finals 

of potentially 60 targets. Ben posted +8 against 

Alexander Zemlin’s (RUS) +7 in their shoot-off, 

achieving second place in the final’s rankings.

Just missing out on a medal, Ben’s final  

place was a very creditable fourth, behind the 

winner, Federico Gil (ARG) who was on fire in 

the finals, the very successful Georgios Achilleos 

(CYP) shooting on his home ground and 

Alexander Zemlin (RUS).

Ben, who is coached by Richard Stepney and 

GBR Skeet Coach Per Moen, said: “I was very 

pleased with my overall performance in 

qualifying, but very disappointed to just miss 

out on a medal.” Being on the UK Sport World 

Class Programme and sponsorships with Edgar 

Brothers (Zoli), Noble Sport Italia and The Clay 

Pigeon Company makes a significant difference 

to his preparations: “I can now really get stuck 

into focussing on my training without the 

pressure of trying to earn a living; but I do still 

help out on the farm when I am at home, just 

to keep my hand in!”  

Ben was the only GBR athlete to make the 

finals, however, all three of the Trap Men’s 

team shot 116ex125, including Matt Coward-

Holley who was shooting his first international 

event having moved from Double Trap. Matt’s 

scores were very consistent, ranging between 

22 and 24; a promising performance for the 

future.

Elena Allen posted the best GBR score in the 

Skeet Women; Caroline Povey was just one 

target off the Trap Women’s finals score and 

James Dedman pipped Calum Fraser by one 

target in the Double Trap.

As expected, Freddy 
shot very well, not just taking the Cambridgeshire 
Championship but the East Midlands too. 

Freddy’s squad had four other Cambridgeshire 
shooters including this year’s Skeet manager Don 
Green. I doubt we would have had such a good 

turn-out without Don as he worked hard to get 
people to attend. 

The next squad out included Philip Smith who 
took the County Veterans title as he did last year. 

Apr 15-16: Cambridgeshire All-Round 
Championship
This is the second Championship of the year, 
closely following on from the Olympic Skeet.  
As expected, this one was the more popular of 
the two.

The All-Round, as per its name, consists of  
some of the most popular CPSA disciplines: 
Single-Barrel (derived from DTL but only one  
shot is permitted), ABT (two shots are allowed  
but only scored as one point whichever shot hits 
the target), English Skeet and English Sporting. 
The total score is out of 100.

Despite the windy and cold weekend, Taylor 
Hedgecock scored 88 ex 100 and became the 
County All-Round Champion. Close behind, with  
87 ex 100, was last year’s champion Philip 
Barnard. The Ladies went to Elizabeth Cook (last 
year’s champion) and the Colts went to Archie 
Bowman (also last year’s champion). The Veterans 
was won by Gordon Webster and the Juniors by 
Taylor Hedgecock. David Hewitt-Hulin won AA 
Class, Phil Barnard A Class, Matt Bedford B Class 
and Mark Adams C Class.

WHAT ARE YOUR DEFINING MEMORIES

This year is a busy one for me but my main aim 

is to qualify for the 2018 Commonwealth 

Games in Gold Coast, Australia. 

 

WHAT GUN DO YOU USE AND WHY?

I shoot a Beretta DT11 that I trust with my life! 

I was sponsored by Gamba for 15 years and in 

2013 I won the World Cup in Al Ain. I had five 

sponsorship deals waiting for me the minute I 

landed back in the UK so I had a lot of options. 

I had guns made for me to demonstrate and 

knew as soon as I picked up the DT11 that  

I wanted to shoot it. I then went over to the 

Beretta factory in Italy and spent a week with 

them, talking in depth about what I wanted 

from the gun and what they wanted from me.  

I signed the contract and the rest is history!

HOW DID YOU COME TO OWN THE PRIORY 

CLAY TARGET CENTRE?

It’s always been a dream to own a shooting 

ground. In the summer of 2015 I was 

approached by the land owner and asked if  

I wanted to take Priory over. I didn’t actually 

believe I’d just had the phone call. I got off the 

phone, spoke to my fiancé Natasha and within 

six weeks we were up and running with a fully 

fledged CPSA registered shooting ground. 

WAS IT SOMETHING YOU’D ALWAYS 

WANTED TO DO?

Yes. Myself and my family have spent many a 

rainy and cold day sat in the car waiting for me 

to shoot and wondering how different we 

would make the ground if I ran one.
