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WELCOME

Pe safe, be vigilant

RITAIN SEEMS to be going
through a period of relative
turmoil at the moment with
terrorist attacks in our major
cities and tragedies like the

recent tower block fire in west

London. Our sympathy is

extended to all the victims of such terrible
incidents and as a community of legitimate,
law-abiding shooters we must be extra
vigilant. The various police forces have
written to all Registered Firearms Dealers
reminding them to be alert to unusual visitors
or people hanging around outside their
premises and to vary their routine as much as
possible, but as individual shooters we must
remain alert too.

Leaving a gun unattended in a gun rack, for
example, may be something that happens at
many grounds for brief periods of time but
just think of the consequences if it disappears.
Not only could there be consequences for
your licence, as police forces understandably
are becoming more risk averse, but just
imagine if your treasured gun got into the
wrong hands and was used in some form of

S crime. Certain police forces, including the

Z Metropolitan Police and Gloucester, are

< trialling the use of smart water and are

i making this available to shotgun and firearms
= licence holders at a much reduced rate. There
& was some disquiet about whether personal

O data had been released to a third party

company by the Met but a thorough
investigation demonstrated this had not
happened. The value of such a scheme lies as
much in the deterrent nature of the warning
signs that accompany the water as in the
potential to have a stolen gun returned and I
would urge members in these and other areas
to contact their firearms team if they would
like to take up the offer.

On the international stage, the IOC has
confirmed the sports programme for the
Tokyo Olympic Games and, as expected, the
proposals put forward by the ISSF have been
accepted. In February the ISSF proposed the
removal of Double Trap and its replacement
with a mixed team event after a unanimous
decision of its Executive Committee following
detailed consideration of how best to meet
the challenges of the IOC’s Agenda 2020.
Much consultation was undertaken and we
were very keen for Double Trap, as our most
successful Olympic discipline, to be retained
but it became apparent this was not going to
be a viable position moving forward.

Our Double Trap shooters are being
supported by British Shooting to move to one
of the other disciplines so that we don’t lose
the advantage of experienced, proven medal-
winning shooters in our international teams
but before they transition across permanently
we will still be fielding a Double Trap team at
the Commonwealth Games in Gold Coast
next year. The qualification process is well

under way and progress may be followed
through our website.

The past month or so has seen some of our
established championships held at Dartford
(English Open Skeet) and Bywell (DTL
weekend) and you will see reports on these in
the pages of this month’s Pull! We are very
grateful to our sponsors Eley and Blaser who
have generously supported us and we turn our
attention now to the forthcoming ICTSF
Sporting championship being held at Kelmarsh
in July. Some places are still available if you
would like to enter or, if it’s more your scene,
pop along to see us at The Game Fair at
Hatfield House at the end of July where we will
have a significant presence and some exciting
activities taking place. CPSA members are
entitled to a discounted entry fee through
advanced purchase and don’t forget to ensure
friends and novices attend too, where they will
be able to break some clays, perhaps for the
first time, under the
expert guidance of
our qualified
instructors on the
clay line. We look
forward to seeing
you there!

INTERNATIONAL NEWS

THE 10C Executive Board has approved the
ISSF proposal to replace three men-only
events — 50m Rifle Prone, 50m Pistol and
Double Trap — with three mixed teams in
10m Air Rifle, 10m Air Pistol and Trap at
the Tokyo Olympics.

“Having been part of the sports programme
since the creation of the modern Olympic
Games, the ISSF greatly values its partnership
with the IOC. Of course we recognise the need
to continually improve,” said ISSF President
Olegario Vazquez Rana. “The I0C encouraged
the inclusion of mixed gender team events,
and this is the kind of innovation that the ISSF
has a proud history of bringing to our sport.

The ISSF is determined to evolve and innovate
the shooting sport for the benefit of our
athletes and fans and to do all we can to help
ensure the success of Tokyo 2020.”

The ISSF conducted a comprehensive
two-year process of consultation and
discussion resulting in unanimous approval
of the recommendations for change by the
ISSF Executive Committee and Administrative
Council. The proposal was supported by a
comprehensive event based analysis conducted
by the IOC after Rio 2016. This analysis
revealed that the three men’s events being
replaced were outperformed by other events
on the Olympic Shooting programme.

Please could you clarify the rules for me on
English Skeet? On the last two registered
shoots | attended there was some controversy
over the rules. Could you please clarify on the
following:

On station four on the pair high bird was
called and the pair was hit with one barrel.
At one ground they called, “High bird scored
pair again low bird to count”

At another ground the same thing
happened and the referee called, “No score
pair again both to count”.

Both of these are in contradiction with
each other so could you please clarify which
is the correct scoring rule for the sport as it
seems the rule is interpreted differently at
different grounds.

There seems to be alot of confusion over
the new rules amongst different scorers
and grounds - my letter may solve the
question for others.

CPSA responds:

Dear Robert,

We can clarify the rules of English Skeet as:
If both targets are broken with the first shot
then arepeat double will be thrown, in the
same order nominated as the first regular
double, to establish the results of both
targets. i.e.no score, pair again to count. On
the third occurrence though the pair will be
scored first target 'hit’and the second target
‘lost’ Seerule 22.30,22.31 (c)and 22.35.

If, however, the first clay of the pair was shot
properly and pieces of it subsequently broke
the second clay then the first shot would
have been established and the pair taken
again, in the same order nominated as the
first regular double, to establish the second
shot only. Seerule 22.32 (h).

UNE'S EAGERLY anticipated DTL weekend " The clays stood out
lived up to all expectations, attracting the against the dark sky
cream of the UK’s DTL talent to the
immaculately presented Bywell Shooting
Ground in the heart of Northumberland
for three days of top class competition.
The Henry family, who run the ground, had
even laid on some glorious sunshine to ensure the venue
was looking its best.

Friday’s competition saw an exciting shoot-off to settle
the top places, with Austin Coxhead and Phil Morgan tied
on 100/299, and Paul Chaplow and Lee Kirby on 100/298.
Phil Morgan quickly asserted his dominance for the High
Gun, shooting a perfect 25/75 while Austin Coxhead fell
away with 24/72. It took three rounds to settle third place,
however, with Lee Kirby matching Paul Chaplow shot-for-
shot over two rounds before dropping out in the third with
24/72 to Paul’s perfect 25/75.

Saturday brought the historic competition for the
prestigious Dougall Memorial Trophy. This was the 121st
year of the event, first shot in 1896, making this one of the
oldest pieces of silverware in any sport. The morning
brought persistent rain but, as Alan Henry explained, the
shooters weren’t complaining. “There was very little wind
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and the light conditions were very good. The clays stood
out against the lovely dark cloud in front. Two of the best
scores came in early on.” By mid-afternoon the rain had
cleared and the ground was bathed in glorious sunshine, a
treat for spectators but combined with a stronger breeze it
made things tougher for the shooters.

All eyes were on Jim Doherty who had won the trophy
for the last three years consecutively, but it was not to be.
When the final scores were in, Jim was languishing in equal
23rd place with 100/296, with the legendary Paul Chaplow
for company.

The winner, junior shooter Ellis Jones, looked as surprised
as anyone by his success. It was his first ever 100/300 for the
20-year-old Harper Adams student, from Ruthin in North
Wales, and he picked the right moment to pull it out of the
bag. Ellis has been shooting for just five years, and is a
regular at his local ground, Fauxdegla. He was over the
moon. “I'm really chuffed with the score, and lucky it’s
happened today. I've had a couple of 299s before but this is
my first 300.” It won him the juniors title as well.

John Barnett was a clear runner-up with 100/299, but it
needed a mammoth shoot-off to separate the nine shooters
just below him, on 100/298. As we've come to expect from
the Henry family and their ground staff, the contest was
organised quickly and with a minimum of fuss, and before
long we had the results: Austin Coxhead third, and David
Caithness first in AA.

Elsewhere, young Izzy Thurnell deserves a special
mention. Her 98/293 took the colts prize, and also placed
her second to Derville Gilmartin in ladies. The result
followed on from winning the colts in the Sponsors’
event the previous day.

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There was rain in the air again as shooters gathered on
Sunday for the English Open DTL, and the breeze had
picked up slightly, but little did we know there was worse
to come. Michael Turner was the one to watch; after
retaining his crown in last year’s shoot-off, he had the
hat-trick in his sights for 2017’s event.

As the day wore on the wind strengthened, bouncing the
targets unpredictably and presenting the competitors with
a real challenge. The difficult conditions were reflected in
the scores, which were noticeably down on the previous
two days.

By the end of the day there were three shooters tied at
the top on 100/298: Ian Douglas, Mark Delf and Austin
Coxhead. It promised to be an epic shoot-off, and to add
to the atmosphere the skies opened and the wind rattled
the flags. Spectators huddled in the sponsors’ tents as the
three took their places.

After 25/75 DTL, then 25/75 single-barrel, only Delf and
Coxhead remained, and it came down to a sudden death
duel. The duo pulverised clay after clay in the pouring rain
until after what seemed like an age Delf let one slip away,
allowing Coxhead to lift the trophy. “I'm delighted,” he
said. “I've never won the English before. I've been runner-
up twice so it’s nice to finally win one.” He added that he’s
not been lucky in shoot-offs this year. “We’ve had four
majors and I've been runner-up each time.”

In the juniors, Ellis Jones was on form again with
100/294, but had to beat James Tate to clinch the juniors
prize, while the score was enough for Tate to take B Class
outright. Also deserving a mention were Mark and Jonathan
Knibbs, who took the parent and child prize, with Jonathan
also winning C Class and coming third in colts — he was
beaming from ear to ear.

Right on cue as the prizegiving got under way, the sun
broke through and a rainbow appeared above the trophy
table. It made a fitting end to a splendid weekend of
competition.

Special mention must go to the weekend’s sponsors who
are a crucial part of the weekend, and once again Eley Hawk
was the headline sponsor for the three days, providing
10,000 cartridges and cash to be won by the category
winners across the three events. Blaser sponsored the
English Open on the Sunday, and were also offering
a £500 cash prize for the highest scoring Blaser shooter
in that event.

Eley Hawk’s Marketing Manager, David Thompson
commented: “Following on from a really strong DTL
Weekend at Bywell last year, Eley Hawk are proud to be
involved again with the CPSA and Bywell Shooting Ground
in what is one of the oldest running competitions in the
world.

HIS MONTH we are going to look at how to hit
a standard looping target, crossing in front
of the shooter. It’s a target that you will see
on many Sporting layouts. The target I am
demonstrating here is coming from right

to left, but the same principles apply if it’s
thrown the other way.

The best way to shoot this target is using the CPSA
Method. As always, we need to establish our three points:
the break point, the visual pick-up point and the gun hold
point — in that order. To do this we need to take
a careful look at the target’s flight line.

Looking at this target, its flight is an arc with an extended
flat peak. There is time for me comfortably to shoot the
target at its peak, before it starts to fall back towards the
ground. That way I am shooting it while it is still following
a reasonably straight line, making it easier to read than if
I waited until it was dropping sharply. For my break point,

I choose the top of the clay’s arc, before it starts to drop. I

find a mark on the horizon in line with this point to act as a

reference. Here there are three trees on the horizon, and the

gap between them is in line with my chosen break point.

Next I decide on my visual pick-up point, where I first see
the clay clearly as a solid object rather than a blur or streak.
This depends partly on the position of the trap, the nature
of the background, and whether there is any obstruction

such as a tree or bush covering the early part of
the target’s flight. In this example I can focus
clearly on the clay as it clears the trees to my
right, so that is my visual pick-up point.

Having established those two points, I can now
decide on my gun hold point, which will always be
on the clay’s flight line between the other two points.

But where on the line should it be? This is all down to
timing. I need to focus on the clay before it reaches the
gun, and lock on without it overtaking the barrels. If I
pick my hold point well, the whole movement will be
smooth and natural, and won’t feel rushed.

If I get the wrong gun hold point, it will mess up the
whole timing of the shot and I will most likely miss. If it
is too far back, for instance, the clay will fly past the end
of the gun before I can lock on. I will then have to rush to
catch it up and will end up swatting at it and quite likely
missing in front. If, on the other hand, I hold the gun too
far out from the trap, I am likely to start my swing too soon
and be ahead of the clay. Then I will have to stop my swing
to let it catch up, ruining the smooth, fluid movement that
we are looking for.

My first target will quickly tell me whether or not I have
got the gun hold point right. If it turns out I have
miscalculated, I can shift my gun hold point accordingly for
subsequent targets. If I have got it right, I want to be able to
repeat it, so I look for a marker on the horizon that I can use
as a reference. In this case, there is a small group of trees at
the far side of the field, and I pick the leftmost tree as my
reference point.

Once I am ready, I set my feet in the direction of my
break point and mount the gun to that point. I wind back
along the flight line to my gun hold point, then take my
eyes back to my visual pick-up point. I call ‘pull’, the clay
comes out and I focus my eyes on it as it reaches the visual
pick-up point. As the clay reaches the gun I lock on to it and
move with it. This ensures that I match the line and speed
of the target. As the gun and target approach the break
point, I pull ahead smoothly and shoot when it feels right,
keeping the gun swinging.

It’s important to keep the gun moving smoothly after
I have taken the shot, and not stop my swing as I pull the
trigger. If you do this, you will unconsciously be slowing
your swing even as you pull the trigger, and will inevitably
miss the target behind.

If you follow the CPSA Method as described above, this

type of looping crosser can be hit consistently
time after time - there is no need for it to
become a ‘bogey’ target. If things aren’t going
right for you, take a deep breath and go back
to the basics. Study the flight line of the target,
choose your three points, and keep your

movement smooth and unhurried. As always, though,
if you are struggling to put it right, don’t battle on getting
more and more frustrated. Seek out a properly qualified
CPSA coach who can analyse what you are doing and put
you back on the right track. @

Sunday’s weather was pleasant
and Ed Ling dropped just two targets on his
last round for a 73, closely followed by Mark
Shaw who, having matched Ed in the first two
rounds, dropped three on his last round for a
72. Monday brought a drop in temperature
and solid rain for most of the day. Ed shot 50
straight for an unbeatable 123 ex 125 to
become the English Open Mens Champion.
Mark joined Brad Davis and Aaron Heading
on 119 for a shoot-off in which Brad took
runner-up and Aaron third. In the Finals
Match Ed won with Mark second and Chris
Tate third.

VERY KEEN shooter would
love to be sponsored. Yes,
it would help with the cost
of your shooting, but there’s
more to it than that. You feel
you’ve arrived.
Only the lucky few actually
get sponsored, though, and the first thing to
understand is that it’s not a pat on the back
for shooting well, or showing promise. It’s
a hard-nosed commercial deal, where the
company puts money and products in, and
expects to see a good return on its investment.
So, what can you do to make yourself
a sponsor’s dream? Read on for our top tips.

1. Smarten up your act. Ditch those worn
trainers, holey jeans and saggy T-shirt. Start
dressing like a professional athlete. Pick a
distinctive colour scheme that will set you
apart and become your trademark look. Look
at Amber Hill or Connor Harris, both are
always immaculately turned out, looking smart
and professional.

2. Behave professionally. Always. That means
everything about the way you conduct
yourself, from arriving at the shoot in good
time, alert and ready, to accepting defeat or

a questionable ref’s decision with good grace
and a handshake. Set an example that others
can look up to.

3. Promote yourself. You are a ‘brand’ now, and
you need to market yourself just like any other
brand. Set up a website or blog with your own
domain name, and make it look good. Post
regular updates, making it personal and unique
to you, but at the same time professional and

positive. An example you could look

at is Taylor Hedgecock’s website

4. Use social media like a pro. Set up social
media profiles for your ‘brand’. Facebook,
Twitter and Instagram are must-haves. Take

a critical look at your private social media and
ask yourself if it’s time to quietly delete all
those photos from drunken parties. Post
frequently, keeping it professional, positive and
upbeat.

5. Get out and be seen. Enter as many of the
major shoots in your discipline as you possibly
can; no matter how far from home

or inconvenient it might be, you've got to
make yourself visible. At the shoot, be friendly
and outgoing. Don't just turn up, shoot and
clear off again. Wait around for the prizegiving,
congratulate the winners, post on social media
about the event. Just remember the three

Ps: personal, positive, professional.

6. Raise your profile. Grab any opportunity to
be interviewed by the shooting media

for videos, articles and the like. Talk to the
shooting magazines about maybe writing an
article about your experiences. Contact your
local paper and suggest they write a feature
about you. Anything and everything that will
get your name and face out there.

7.1t helps if you can shoot! Visibility and

a professional image are important but results
will impress potential sponsors no end. Get
yourself a good coach, and set yourself some
personal goals. Then pin your heart on your
sleeve, and blog, Facebook and Instagram your
journey as you strive to achieve them. Then
even your failures will take on a positive note.

We are always looking to encourage, support and reward success for
junior shooters. The important considerations will always be based around
brand loyalty, sportsmanship, general attitude on the shooting field and
an understanding of the responsibility that comes with representing a
sponsor’s brand. We as a company are celebrating 70 years of success,
and we want the type of people that want to be with us on that journey.

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Done all that? It’s time to approach potential
sponsors with a proposal that makes business
sense. Pick your targets carefully, and do your
research. Find out who is in charge of
marketing at your chosen company, and what
sort of sponsorship deals they run. Put a
detailed proposal together. Not “How about
giving me some free cartridges” but “I would
like you to give me 1,000 cartridges a month
for the next 12 months and in return I will use
your brand exclusively, wear your logo on my
vest at the following major events, blog/post
about your cartridges once a month, and credit
you in the sponsors’ section of my website.”

One final point: when you do get sponsors,
be good to them. Take every opportunity to
publicly thank them for their support, praise
their products, and take care not to be seen or
photographed using their competitors’ brands.
Keep in regular contact, and make sure you
give them value for money so they are keen to
renew the deal when the time comes. @

have to have proved themselves in their field - often we see
young shooters like Taylor Hedgecock outperform some of
the best in the senior categories. Then we look for commitment to
their sport, putting in the hard yards in training and delivering that
professional approach to all they meet. After that we look at their
social media and internet presence as this is the future of the sport.
It is vital that they can promote the shooting sports on these
mediums. If all of these things are there we will then sponsor young
shooters so they can develop and improve.

Nicky Wakeford and junior shooter Lara Dale
had quite a tussle throughout the weekend: tied
with the top scores for the EO Ladies High Gun,
which was decided by Lara winning out in the
shoot-off to take top spot.

The same two ladies battled it out the
following day for the Grand Prix title. It was
a close run thing all the way: in round six they
were level pegging, Nicky pulled ahead by two
targets in the penultimate round, Lara managed
to snatch one extra target in the last round
but it was not enough, Nicky took the title
by one target.

Freddie also took the Grand Prix High Gun,
this time three targets ahead of Junior shooter,
James Rounsevell with Veteran shooter Phil
Musson finishing in bronze.

It’s good to see some of the veteran shooters,
namely Frank Miller and Phil Musson taking
podium positions and still giving the youngsters
a run for their money!

Freddie, who is in GBR Skeet Team for this

TALKS ABOUT COMPETING IN THE WORLD
ENGLISH SPORTING INSAN ANTONIO, TEXAS,
AND WHAT ITMEANT TO REPRESENT HIS
COUNTRY ABROAD FOR THE FIRST TIME

DESCRIBE YOUR EXPERIENCE AT

SAN ANTONIO

ITWAS an amazing experience that I will not
forget. It was my first time shooting in the
States so I did not know what to expect from
the targets but I managed to achieve some
great scores. It was my first time representing
England abroad but I have previously shot for
England three times as a junior and three times
as a senior in both Home Internationals and
World Championships.

Being part of such a great team means I will
take away some unforgettable memories. I also
feel I have learnt a lot about reading different
targets as the American targets are different
to what we are used to at home.

WHAT WERE YOUR HIGHLIGHTS?
The Yanks v Brits on the Saturday evening
under floodlights was a great experience as
I had never shot in a stadium or under floodlights
before. I was really pleased to have shot a
96/100 in the five stand to go with my 183/200
in the main event.

And prior to the World Championships
I shot George Digweed’s World Warm-up at
South Florida Gun Club where I straighted the
Prelim 100/100 and came runner up for the
whole event shooting 283/300 across three
different disciplines.

HOW LONG HAVE YOU BEEN SHOOTING?
I first started shooting on the family farm

at about six years old, I then progressed onto
shooting in local clay competitions at about

13 years old.

HOW DID YOU GET INTO THE SPORT?
Being brought up on a family farm meant

I would always watch my dad and my grandad
out shooting on our family game shoots, so
from a young age I was always eager to be out
with them, which led me into following in
their footsteps. As I got older I progressed from
the family shoots and started to really enjoy

the competition of clay shooting at local shoots

where I had the opportunity to watch some
great shots.

WHAT WAS YOUR FIRST GUN?
A single barrelled .410 that my dad had to cut
the stock down on to fit me.

WHAT DO YOU MOST LOVE ABOUT

THE SPORT?

I love the element of competition as I am quite
a competitive person.

WHAT'S THE BEST SHOOTING ADVICE
YOU'VE BEEN GIVEN?

I was once told to never give up and let my

head drop, no matter if it’s a bad day or a
tough layout, just keep going.

WHAT GUN DO YOU USE AND WHY?

I currently use a Beretta 692, I moved onto
this gun when Beretta stopped making the
682 Gold E.

WHO DO YOU MOST ADMIRE IN THE SPORT
AND WHY?

As I started shooting at local shoots when I was
younger I had the privilege of watching George
Digweed. Seeing what he’s achieved over so
many years has inspired me to continually
push myself. I admire the fact that he has
continually been at the top of his game for
such a long time. He is an inspiration to so
many people, including myself.

WHAT ARE YOUR AMBITIONS FOR THIS
YEAR?

This year I would like to continue to shoot

to the best of my ability and hopefully win

a major competition. I'm hoping to maintain
some good scores to achieve a place in the
England team for the Home internationals and
next year’s World Championships.

My long-term ambitions would be to
continue shooting consistently at a high
level and obviously in the future I would
love to win the English Open/British Open
and a World Title. @
