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FITASC Discipline Rules Amendments

EFFECTIVE  JAN 1 2018

AT THE FITASC Ordinary General Assembly held 

in Budapest (Hungary) July 4 2017, the 

following amendments were agreed to  

the following disciplines:

FITASC SPORTING: 
Rule 15.6.5 ‘Trajectories’ was amended largely 

due to the poor weather conditions 

experienced at the European Championships 

held in the UK at Lulworth Castle Dorset.

An addition to the existing rule reads  

as follows:

“After the trajectories have been agreed, 

there will be no ‘No Target’ calls by the referee 

for wind/weather affected targets during the 

competition, with the following exceptions.

a.   The target fails to appear

b.   The target trajectory is considered 

dangerous by the referee”

For example, if a target is released and not 

dangerous, but the trajectory keeps the target 

behind a line of trees where it cannot be 

reasonably engaged by the competitor, then 

this would be good reason to call ‘No Target’. 

(a). If the target continues to stay behind cover 

then re-alignment of the target would need  

to take place.

However, if the target appears in clean air then 

dips behind cover under the influence of varying 

weather conditions, adjustment would not be 

supported nor will the referee call ‘No Target’. 

If a target trajectory intrudes into the 

competitor shooting position/area, then this 

would be considered dangerous (b) the referee 

should call ‘No Target’ to alert the 

competitor(s) and an adjustment should  

be considered; this occurred at the European 

Championships at Lulworth. Additionally,  

this rule could also be applied if broken parts  

of the target begin to routinely enter the 

shooting position when previously or on  

other days they have not.

It is very important to understand that it is 

only the referee who has the authority to rule 

on ‘No Targets’; the competitor must engage 

the target unless the referee calls ‘No Target’.

COMPAK SPORTING
There are minor changes to the current rules  

at Chapter 2 Shooting Installations and 

Chapter 2.6 Shooting Stands (new 

installations), that do not impact on the 

competitor and referee decision making.

There is a lengthy amendment to Chapter 

2.3 Triggering Systems; this change is to  

voice- activated release systems also referred  

to as ‘sonopull’.

The change better defines the acceptable 

release times for these systems. Briefly,

The system is now required to send a fixed 

release pulse to the machine within 0.5 seconds, 

this pulse must be fixed and not adjustable,  

the machine must release the target within one 

second of receiving the release pulse.

The reaction time of the slowest machine  

of the six machines on the layout must not 

exceed these parameters.

So, if the slowest machine on a layout meets 

these defined limits, the acceptable time for the 

target to appear will be between 0.5 and 1.5 

seconds (0.5 + 1 sec); after this the target can  

be declared a ‘No Target’ by the referee.

 It is further recommended that on  

a Compak layout, all six (6) machines have  

the same characteristics, in other words, their 

target release times will be near identical. 

There is no change to the acceptable manually 

released target timing of three seconds.

HELICE (ZZ)
There is a change to Article 1.3 concerning the 

colour of the helice carrier and/or the witness 

disc. Previously the carrier was either orange  

or red with the witness white; now, upon the 

decision of the Helice Technical Commission, 

the carrier or the witness can be of any different 

colour that would make it more visible.

Additionally, in a championship, there will 

be only one colour for the carrier and one for 

the witness.

The manufacturers will need to get busy  

to produce a selection of carrier/witness  

colours for use from 2019.

There were no changes to Combine Game 

and UT disciplines.

In 2018 at the World FITASC Sporting in 

France, the Extraordinary General Assembly 

will be organised.

This takes place every four years; at this 

assembly all the various Presidents and 

Directors stand for re-election.

The 2019 assembly is particularly important 

as there are proposals that may make sweeping 

changes to all the discipline Technical 

Commissions, in as much as their numbers may 

well be reduced with unfamiliar faces appearing.

I fully support the restructuring i.e. reduction 

in numbers of the commissions, as there is,  

in my opinion, a lot of ‘dead weight’ on the 

commissions. However, replacements may be 

difficult to find with the experience that makes 

a good and proactive commission member.

I 
myself suffer occasionally and I can assure you that trigger pulls or stock shapes 
do not affect it, at its worst I have not even pulled the trigger almost as if the 
brain is not telling the finger to move. It’s  very frustrating ! Luckily I still manage 
to shoot and enjoy it.

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KRIEGHOFF

REVIEWED BY VIC HARKER

HE K80, which continues to grow in popularity, 

deserves a revisit as it is, among other guises,  

America’s most popular and regarded over and 

under Trap gun. The ‘Black Shadow’ denotes this 

particular Kreighoff’s badging which, though 

subdued, has its own purposeful appeal. 

Part of Krieghoff’s great appeal is its originality of design. 

The security of the barrels to the action is like no other over and 

under gun. There is no system of draws and wedges, no locking bolt 

that we would recognise to hold the barrels and action together. 

Instead, on closure of the gun the barrels, pivoting on trunnions, are 

locked down into the action by a tempered steel shroud moving 

forward over the barrels’ breech ends. Where its designer acquired 

this original and immensely strong solution is not known, but it very 

effectively provides security at just the right place above the 

explosion of the cartridge. As with all shotguns, the energy generated 

forces the barrels and the action together and the Krieghoff steel 

shroud reinforces this phenomenon.

The design of the Krieghoff’s trigger mechanism is equally original 

and efficient. The components are machined from the hardest steel, 

then polished with a ceramic stone to a glass-like finish. Yet it’s the 

geometry of the sear-hammer engagement which is the key to the 

Krieghoff’s excellent trigger pulls. The sears sit on a step. When the 

trigger is pulled the barrel selector moves upwards, disengaging the 

hammer and at the same time rotates to select the second barrel. Few 

clay target guns rival the Krieghof’s trigger pulls. As with all the key 

components of the Krieghoff trigger mechanism it reflects ingenuity 

and original thinking to achieve exceptional mechanical function.

Another key area where the K80 Black Shadow represents 

development is in the matter of ergonomics. The Black Shadow’s 

stock represents a big improvement over previous Krieghoffs in the 

matter of configuration. This includes a redesigned grip which has a 

deeper and closer radius with a palm swell. This gives a hand-filling 

hold that, together with the adjustable trigger blade, achieves a much 

improved feeling of control. Available in right or left-handed versions 

and adjustable for height and cast, it also incorporates a longer comb 

providing extra support at the face. Improvements have also been 

made to the shape of the fore-end wood which though 2mm wider, 

mirrors the Krieghoff Parcours shape. This brings the leading hand 

closer to the centre of the gun, providing a greater feeling of control. 

STOCK2

This is undoubtedly the best long barrelled Trap gun from 

Krieghoff I’ve used. In part at least this is due to a well designed stock 

that provides control that dissipates a lot of this gun’s 9lbs weight to 

the extent it feels positively lively. This together with an adjustable 

comb with which I achieved a near perfect fit and a fore-end that 

delivered excellent manual pointability, there was little excuse to miss 

anything. This is a Krieghoff that provides all the essentials required 

in a gun for DTL or ATA Trap. That said, on some Ball Trap targets it 

was something of a revelation, the adjustable stock creating a set-up 

that together with the excellent rib contributed a combination of 

manual and visual aids that got this 9lbs gun to the target on time. I 

have no doubt however the K80 Black Shadow will be seen more 

often in the hands of DTL shooters and they could hardly choose 

better. The stock configuration is a major improvement in my view to 

what is already a great gun. All this and attractive badging, I liked the 

Black Shadow logo and pretty much everything about this gun. 

SHOOTING IMPRESSIONS4

A flat rib that tapers from 12mm to 8mm is a welcome 

change from the plethora of ramps at varying heights now on offer 

on most modern Trap guns. In contrast the Black Shadow’s rib 

positions naturally under the aiming eye without offering any kind of 

unwelcome distraction. With the barrels tipping the scales at 3lbs 

11oz this 81cm barrelled gun with long titanium chokes and barrel 

hanger sat nicely between the hands without any muzzle heaviness.

IN THE SPOTLIGHT
AARON HARVEY
NINETEEN-YEAR-OLD AARON Harvey has been holding a gun 

since he was seven when he started game shooting with his 

father.

ENGLISH SPORTING,  
THE CLIMAX TO THE 
2017 COMPETITION 
SEASON WHICH SAW 
MARTIN MYERS LIFT  
THE TOP PRIZE

EASONED SPORTING competitor Martin 

Myers shot solidly through the 120-target 

qualifying round, a 75-target final and a 

six-man Sportrap-style Super Final at the 

British Open English Sporting 

Championship to lift the Daily Telegraph 

Cup for the second time in his career.

The last major championship of the 2017 season was held 

at the popular West Midlands Shooting Ground at Hodnet, 

near Market Drayton in Shropshire, with the qualifying 

course shot from August 30 to September 2 and finals on 

Sunday September 3. Shooters arrived with high hopes for 

the event, which had sold out in record time with 1,050 

entries — and they were not disappointed. The ground 

looked immaculate, facilities were excellent, and 

competitors had nothing but praise for the targets set  

by ground owner Tom Jones and his team.

VARIED TARGETS
The ground is set on a wooded hillside, and Tom  

makes full use of the terrain to show an interesting and 

challenging set of targets. Shooters enjoyed walking around 

the wooded glades and open, fern-covered banks, although 

the steep slopes left some puffing for breath. The targets 

were varied, appearing from hidden traps and often

on top
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disappearing all too quickly behind a screen of foliage.  

The consensus was that the targets were challenging but 

fair, with something for everyone.

“I enjoy working out what we can do to fox the shooters,” 

commented Tom. “It’s combinations really: angles, footwork, 

and shooting in windows. You don’t need the targets to be 

too distant, and anything a bit far needs to show some belly. 

I shot the course myself with Skeet chokes all the way round. 

I never missed one with my finger!” he joked.

DIGWEED DIGS IN

George Digweed set the pace on the first day, shooting  

an outstanding 115 out of 120. He commented: “That’s 

probably the best round of Sporting clays I’ve shot for several 

years — but then the Jones family have always put on a good 

shoot; it’s a ground I love coming to. It’s very dear to me as I 

won my first World Championship here in 1988.” He added 

that a twist of luck had cost him a rabbit on the last stand, 

but he felt 116 was about the limit for the course.

George was a strong favourite, having won the 

championship six times in the past, and sure enough as the 

days went by his score was proving unbeatable. Indeed, no 

one could match it until the very last squad on the final day 

of qualification, when Steve Clark shot the only other 115 

of the competition.

Reigning champion Mark Winser came close, shooting 

114 on day two, and declared he was happy with that result: 

“George’s 115 is a very good score; I don’t see anybody 

shooting higher than that,” Mark said. He agreed it was an 

interesting course and cleverly set up. “Tom has used the 

ground really well and played tricks on you in areas. A lot  

of the targets took some working out — you can’t step in 

taking anything for granted around the course.”

SOCIAL WHIRL

Off the course, there was plenty to keep competitors 

occupied, with a mini trade village, and meals and 

refreshments served in the large, comfortable log cabin-  

style clubhouse looking out over the pool shoot set out on 

the lawn. The CPSA head office team, fuelled by an 

assortment of baked goods, worked quietly and efficiently 

booking in competitors and updating the computerised 

scoring system. Meanwhile Liz Edgar from Tweed Media 

roamed the ground with her iPhone, producing a copious 

flow of Facebook posts so that shooting fans worldwide could 

follow the action. All in all, the event was characterised by a 

positive buzz befitting a major championship with a 

distinguished history dating back to 1925.

Alongside the English Sporting, the British Open Sportrap 

Championship was running on the adjacent Hawkstone 

Park motocross track, which provided an interesting and 

unusual backdrop to the clay targets. A gun bus shuttle 

service took squads to and from the Sportrap layout, and 

many competitors made a full day of shooting both events.

SPORTRAP THRILLER

The Sportrap was providing a thrilling competition in its 

own right, won with a flourish by Tim Webster on Saturday, 

the last day of qualification for the Sporting. Richard Faulds 

took the lead on Friday with an impressive 94 out of 100, 

and held the top spot until the following morning when 

Matt Hance equalled his score. It looked like the title would 

be determined by shoot-off, but Tim Webster, shooting in 

one of the last squads, pipped the leaders by one target to 

win the championship. He had won before as a junior, but 

this was the first time he had taken the overall high gun.

With Richard Faulds not attending for a shoot-off, Matt 

Hance took runner-up unchallenged. Nevertheless the 

Ladies’ category provided spectators with a thrilling battle, 

with Hannah Gibson beating Becky McKenzie in front of 

the assembled crowd.

With the Sportrap over, Sunday morning brought the 

serious business of sorting out the winners from the 160 

shooters who had qualified to shoot the 75-bird finals 

course. After four days of clear, bright weather the finals 

were shot in dull conditions with persistent light rain, but 

not enough to dampen the spirits. The finalists walked the 

same route as before, but found that Tom and his team had 

set an entirely new course every bit as challenging as the last.

The finals whittled the 160 qualifiers down to seven, and 

after a shoot-off the six who stepped up for the Super Final 

were Martin Myers, Arnie Palmer, Richard Faulds, Graham 

Stirzaker, Duane Morley and D Hughes Jnr. Martin Myers 

had a one-target lead over his friend and rival Arnie Palmer. 

Richard Faulds and Graham Stirzaker snapped at their heels 

with 68 apiece. Despite a spirited effort by the other 

contenders, Martin kept plugging away for a 21 ex 25 and 

Arnie couldn’t close the gap, leaving a beaming Martin to lift 

the trophy and collect the top prize of a Z-Sport High Rib 

Sporter from sponsors Zoli. Gamebore, the event’s other 

sponsors, had provided 10,000 cartridges to be shared  

among the category winners — among them runner-up

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INCE WE started this series, back at the 

beginning of the season, we’ve looked in 

detail at six of the targets you’re likely to 

encounter on a typical English Sporting 

shoot, namely the Low Driven target, the 

Rabbit, Quartering Away, Looper, Overhead  

and Battue. That isn’t a comprehensive list by  

any means. On any Sporting layout you might well see  

a Teal, Crossers in either direction, Incomers, plus the 

target-setter’s interpretation of a Crow, Pigeon, Woodcock 

and plenty more. You may be presented with midi or mini 

clays as well as standards. Backgrounds will vary, you may 

be restricted by a ‘window’ or gap between trees, and the 

traps may be placed below you on a bank, or way up high 

on a tower or telehandler. That’s a large part of the appeal 

of Sporting clays — there’s an infinite variety of possibilities.

That means, of course, that there’s little point in just 

learning how to hit a handful of specific targets. You could 

go to 100 shoots and never see that precise target again.  

The important thing is to understand and practise the basic 

principles, so you can apply a solid technique to whatever 

targets the course-setter puts in front of you. Then you 

won’t walk up to a stand and be fazed by some cunning 

presentation that’s unlike anything you’ve practised. 

Instead you will look carefully at the target, analyse its  

flight and know what you need to do.

So let’s look back over the series, not at specific targets, 

but at the general principles we applied to each and every 

one. These same principles will serve you well for just about 

any Sporting target you ever see.

Essentially what we’re talking about is the CPSA 

‘Method’, a system that is taught by all CPSA coaches and  

is proven to work for the vast majority of shooters on the 

vast majority of targets. If you reach the point where you’re 

giving George Digweed a run for his money, then by all 

means come up with a style and technique of your own.  

By then you’ll have the skill and experience to do so. But in  

the meantime, ‘The Method’ is the best way to give yourself 

a solid grounding that will enable you to shoot consistently, 

and steadily build your scores.

If you look back over the articles in this series, you will 

see that the basic technique I use is common to all the 

targets. I start by looking at the target’s flight path, and 

deciding where I will shoot it — my Break Point. To a degree 

this is dictated by experience, but in each case I want to give 

myself adequate time to match the target’s line and speed 

with the gun, without dwelling too long and letting the 

target become harder to hit, perhaps because it’s beginning 

to drop or about to disappear behind an obstruction.

Next I will decide on my Visual Pick-up Point. This is the 

spot where I first see the target as a solid object. When a clay 

first leaves the trap it is travelling too fast for your eyes to focus 

on it; it will appear as a blur or streak. Look further out down 

the flight path, where your eyes can lock on in sharp focus.

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Having found our Break Point and Visual Pick-up Point, 

we need to decide where to hold the gun — the Gun Hold 

Point. This will be somewhere along the target’s flight path 

between the other two points. The precise location of this 

point will depend to some degree on you — your reaction 

time, speed of movement and so on. The important thing, 

however, is that it allows you to lock the muzzles on and 

track the target for a short distance, finding its line and 

speed, before pulling ahead and firing as it reaches your 

Break Point. Normally you don’t want the clay to overtake 

the gun. The muzzles should naturally come to the target, 

neither behind nor in front, allowing you to lock onto the 

target straight away.

Place your feet towards the Break Point, and mount your 

gun onto that point. Wind back along the flight line to your 

Gun Hold Point, drop the stock slightly out of your 

shoulder, and turn your eyes back to the Visual Pick-up 

Point. Then call for the target. As it appears, lock on, match 

its line and speed, then pull ahead and shoot, keeping the 

gun moving. 

This should all happen as one smooth, unhurried 

movement, with no hesitation or jerking. If you get the 

Gun Hold Point wrong, you won’t achieve a smooth swing. 

Start too near the trap and you will rush to catch up with 

the target. Start too far out, on the other hand, and you will 

have to wait or, worse still, bring the gun back to find the 

target, only to rapidly change direction as it catches up.

Don’t be afraid to adjust your Gun Hold Point once you 

have started shooting. If you find your timing was wrong  

on the first shot, make the necessary adjustment for the 

next target.

That’s the basis of ‘The Method’ and it will serve you well 

on any Sporting stand. If things aren’t going right for you, 

go back to basics and make sure you are following the steps 

— perhaps you have become sloppy and are not bothering 

to mount on the Break Point before winding back to the 

Gun Hold Point. If you still struggle, don’t hesitate to seek 

expert advice. There are CPSA qualified coaches all over the 

country, and they will be happy to book a session where 

they can put you back on track.

 Q:  How did you start shooting?
 A:  I went to a game fair in 1967 aged 13 and 

they had a 10-bird DTL – I couldn’t take my 

eyes off it all day. I got talking to some of the 

people milling around and a particularly patient 

gentlemen called Henry Barlow answered every 

question a teenaged boy could throw at him.

Another one took pity on me and gave me 

10 cartridges, while someone else lent me a 

side by side shotgun and I managed to hit 

seven. By the 1970s I could drive and began 

doing fetes and club shoots. I later joined 

Newmarket Gun Club, Wayland Gun Club and 

a favourite winter pastime was floodlit Skeet at 

Lakenheath Rod and Gun Club.

 Q:  When did you open your ground?
 A:  Five years ago I had my Miroku 3800 HSW 

fixed by a well-respected local gunsmith. He 

got out of the car and delivered the gun 

personally, and the first thing he said wasn’t 

“Hello Steven” but “You should start a clay 

pigeon range as there is a shortage in the area.” 

There was nothing further from my mind, but I 

mentioned it to my family and within three 

months we were up and running.  

 Q:  How has the ground developed over the years?
 A:  The ground started on the 28 day rule 

operating once a fortnight in 2013. The 

demand was there from the beginning and we 

soon applied for planning permission to 

increase the hours we operated. Having gained 

consent we opened every Tuesday from 2pm to 

9pm and one day at the weekend (this 

alternates between Saturday and Sunday). 

We soon added a polytunnel to give a shelter 

from the weather as we were frequently getting 

wet and cold. It has grown steadily over the last 

few years, with two Skeet ranges, DTL and we 

are now operating a 100-bird Sporting layout.

We have some planning restrictions, but 

have managed to secure increases to the 

operating times and layout in more recent 

years. The biggest addition was a beautiful new 

clubhouse and café with a wall of glass to view 

the shooting.

 Q: What is the clay shooting scene like where 
you are?
 A:  Clay shooting has a very loyal following in 

Norfolk and we see many of our shooters at our 

practice sessions twice a week. Their 

enthusiasm is infectious as they live for the 

excitement of the next target. It is great hearing 

them discussing the day’s action over a cup of 

tea and a burger at the end of the day. We also 

welcomed people from Suffolk, Essex, 

Leicestershire, Cambridgeshire and 

Lincolnshire at our first ever CPSA registered 

event in April.

 Q:  How has clay shooting changed over the 
years in your area?
 A:  The biggest change in clay shooting has to 

be the increase in numbers taking part. People 

from all walks of life – the young and not so 

young – all enjoying themselves together. We 

recently had three generations of one family 

visiting – there aren’t many sports that three 

generations can take part in together, with any 

of the ages potentially producing the best score 

of the day.

 Q:  What are your current aims?
 A:  Our current aims are to offer the very best 

layouts we can for both practice shooting and 

on our competition days. We offer cheaper 

rates for Juniors and are always pleased to see 

them arrive, so we do what we can to 

encourage them.

SECURES A HISTORIC WIN AT THE 

BRITISH OPEN ENGLISH SKEET

VERY BLUSTERY Nottingham Gun Club 

welcomed the British Open Skeet hopefuls  

on Friday August 18. It was obvious from the 

weather that it would be a tough shoot but 

that didn’t deter Adam Curtis on the very first 

squad. His Sporting background was an obvious 

asset as he set a very early target score of 99. 

Richard King equalled Adam’s score a few squads later but 

they were to be the highest of the day.

Saturday saw even stronger winds; the numerous feather 

flags around the ground were almost horizontal at times. 

100 straight looked like a tall order and despite the 

numerous big Skeet names booked on that day, no one 

managed it. Dave Morgan and Jon Tones shot incredibly 

well to tie the lead – still at 99 as the proceedings for the 

second day came to an end. 

The final day of the event saw a huge difference in the 

weather. The wind had dropped dramatically with just the 

odd gust here and there and there was an expectant air 

around the ground in anticipation of the first 100 of the 

competition. It wasn’t a very long wait at all; Derbyshire’s 

Alan Barnes, on the third squad of the day, hit the magic 

number and prepared himself for a wait to see if there 

would be a shoot off. This was confirmed when Lady Junior, 

Megan Jones, scored her very first 100 straight to  

tie the lead. Nottingham regular Jonathan Cain was the 

next shooter to secure his place in the High Gun shoot  

off, followed by Louis Mondesir. 

The High Gun shoot off, streamed live by WeShoot  

of the Clay Pigeon Company, was tense and exciting. 

Surprisingly it was the more experienced Louis Mondesir 

and Jon Cain that dropped the targets, while Alan and 

Megan kept their composure to score 25 apiece and went on 

to sudden death. On the first set of pairs Megan missed a 

target but Alan was unable to capitalise and repeated the 

miss. On the second set of pairs Megan was calm and 

collected and cleared them with ease. Alan was unable to 

equal Megan this time, dropping two targets and finishing 

runner up.

So, history was made. Megan Jones, shooting 125 straight 

with her Beretta SV10 and Hull Pro Pistons, became the first 

ever lady to win the British Open and, at just four days after 

turning 16, also the youngest ever winner. Megan was 

absolutely over the moon, saying that she couldn’t believe 

her win. Her aim for the Championship had been to beat 

her previous Personal Best of 98. She thanked her sponsors 

RE Rangers and Mark and Tessa Knibbs of The Countrystore. 

She then thanked Linda Grayson and Dave Beardsmore for 

their coaching and support. Finally she thanked her brother 

Callum and her Dad Dave, the family driver and bag carrier, 

without whom she wouldn’t have been able to achieve any 

of her amazing success.

Nick Fellows, CPSA Chief Executive, was delighted at the 

result, saying, “It is great for the sport to see a Lady Junior win 

and so calm under the intense pressure. With Natalie Bales 

winning the English Open last year and now Megan winning 

this event, it really underlines how well women compete 

alongside the men and how inclusive clay shooting is.”  

He also thanked the ground for putting on a great event.

ENGLAND TAKE TOP HONOURS

MILD BUT wet day greeted the six Home 

Nations taking part in the 37th English 

Skeet Home International at Dungannon 

CTC in Northern Ireland.

The highlight of the Skeet shooting 

calendar threw up everything from  

drama, laughs, tears and a fantastic 

atmosphere for everyone.

On the first day targets were set by the ground staff and  

overseen by the team managers from each nation. They 

were perfect, and set the scene for a brilliant competition, 

not at all spoiled by the persistent, often heavy, showers, 

An awesome display of shooting by a very strong England 

team set the pace early on, with no less than 10 50 straights 

by the halfway point on day one. 

The other Home Nations rallied and kept in touch with 

England to make sure that they did not get too far in front, 

but by the end of the first day England were leading  

in all categories.

The second day started pretty much the same with fine 

drizzle but this soon cleared to leave a dull but dry, mild  

day and all to shoot for over the final 50 targets.

In the Seniors, Neil Faulkner remained unstoppable with 

another 50 straight leaving him on an unbeaten 150 straight.

Gary Cooke, Craig Lakey and Kelvin Walsh all dropped  

a target each leaving them on a brilliant 149 with Sam 

Fitzgerald and new cap Christian Bethell on a brace of  

147s which meant that England increased their lead over 

runners-up Wales finishing on 744 ex 750.

In the Ladies, Joy Hirons was back on familiar ground 

shooting a superb 50 straight leaving her on 145 with 

Wendy Allen, 49, taking High Gun by one on 146 and 

Emma Parkinson, 48, having a brilliant England debut on 

144, thus beating nearest rivals Scotland by 11 targets.

The Juniors remained totally dominant throughout with 

Tom Tristram and Callum Jones both hitting 50 straight 

leaving them tied on 149 and another brilliant display from 

George Owen, 47, leaving him on 147 gave them an easy 

win over Wales by a clear 12 targets.

Finally, Joy Hirons has also shot her last round of 

competitive Skeet for England. There were tears of great 

emotion from the manager and Joy herself as she pulled the 

trigger for the last time on a beautifully timed 50 straight,  

as her short, but amazing, Skeet journey has left her as one  

of the legends, and one of the most successful Lady Skeet 

shooters of recent years.

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considered when the East Midlands Inter-counties 
shoots come around – especially in the Sporting, 
Skeet and All-Round. However, their inability to 
field a team in the complete series has cost them 
dearly in the past. Only a few years ago, the fabled 
‘Northamptonshire Dream Team’ swept all before 
them in the first three shoots, then they failed to 
enter the next three shoots, handing the title over 
to those Counties more committed to the long 
haul. As recently as last year, entry alone into the 
FITASC would have guaranteed the 
Northamptonshire team victory in the 
Directors Trophy.

According to a few of my sources, they are 
intending to field teams in all six shoots –that 
must be worrying news for a few Counties hoping 
to break the Nottinghamshire-Suffolk 
stranglehold on this competition. Time will tell.

Well what I can report is that Northamptonshire 
got off to the best possible start at a bright, sunny 
and wind-free Northampton Shooting Ground, 
with 130 shooters in attendance.

In the final reckoning, Suffolk and 
Northamptonshire were well clear of the 
remainder of the other Counties, and it soon 
became apparent it was a case of which County 
could stack up the most 90+ scores. In the end, 
Northamptonshire had the luxury of securing 
victory with one of their shooters still out on the 
range. When his score was included, the winning 
margin increased by one more target.

Many congratulations to the Northamptonshire 
Senior team of Dave Morgan, Mick Rolstone, 
Mick Russell, Steve Smith, Joe Smith, Julian 
Williams, Leon Gill and Neil Faulkner who 
amassed a tally of 550 ex 600, Joe Smith 
top-scoring on 95 ex 100.

Just four points behind was Suffolk, which had 
Eric Chapman as the top scorer on 93 ex 100.

DOUG FLORENT ARGUES WE SHOULD 

DO MORE TO PROMOTE OUR SPORT

FOR AS long as I can remember people in 

shooting have said we should promote the sport 

to the general public. Well, I’ve been in the gun 

trade now for 50-odd years, and I’m afraid that 

in all that time I’ve seen little to no progress.

The shooting organisations do a great job of protecting 

the sport. Take the Gun Trade Association for instance. 

Their stated mission is to promote and protect the UK gun 

trade. They do tremendous work behind the scenes 

protecting it, liaising with the police, the Home Office, the 

Proof houses and others. But what do they do to promote 

shooting? Very little that I can see. The same is true of some 

of the other organisations.

Here at The Oxford Gun Company it’s always been a 

passion of ours to promote shooting to the wider public.  

A few years ago, my daughter Nicky campaigned to get 

shooting better coverage on the BBC. Whenever GB had 

success abroad, winning medals in European or World 

Championships, she would phone the BBC and ask why 

they hadn’t reported it. The answer was always the same:  

“If no-one tells us about it, how do we know?” Surely it’s 

the job of our organisations to make sure the media are 

aware of GB shooters’ success in international competitions.

I am convinced there are millions of people in Britain 

who would like to try clay shooting. We have proved it at  

a local level, launching our own Have-a-Go days with 

Browning 25 years ago. We’ve run the days on the first 

Saturday of the month ever since, and in that time we’ve 

had 23,000 people come and have their first taste of clay 

shooting with us. Of course not all of them come back to 

take up the sport more seriously, but every one goes away 

with a better understanding of shooting, and appreciates 

that we go about it safely and responsibly.

I’d like to think that, when four or five blokes decide to 

go out on a Saturday, clay shooting would be up there with 

bowling or go-karting as one of the options. At the moment 

it’s not on their radar – and we need to change that.

Now and again the shooting organisations will decide to 

hold a Have-a-Go day. They phone and ask if we’ll join in, 

giving people a free introductory lesson. I always point out 

that we’ve been doing it every month for 25 years – and 

there’s no need to give it away free. We started off charging 

£10 a session and we were overwhelmed. One day we had 140 

people turn up, and we simply couldn’t cope. Now we charge 

£29 and people still comment that it’s surprisingly cheap.

We also run our Schools Challenge programme as a way 

of getting youngsters to take up shooting. It’s been hugely 

successful – why does nobody else do it?

So what needs to be done? Well I don’t know all the 

figures, but I reckon that between them our organisations 

must spend around £1million each year on protecting 

shooting. It would only take half of that to hire a top PR 

company to make a real difference, promoting shooting  

to the general public. For a start, they could highlight the 

hundreds of celebrities in the UK who take part in shooting. 

Then the public could begin to see that it’s not some odd 

niche activity but a massive sport enjoyed by thousands of 

ordinary people every week.

Taking that a step further, we don’t capitalise on our 

strength of numbers. We are constantly on the back foot, 

afraid that the government will restrict our sport. We need  

to turn that around. Look at America. The American NRA 

may not be my sort of people, but there’s no denying the 

political power they wield through sheer numbers. Their 

government is afraid of upsetting them – and that’s 

the way it should be here.
