Clay shooting entered the 1990s on the crest of a

wave. CPSA membership had topped 20000 in 1988
and was growing at a phenomenal rate of around 20 percent a year.

his was the decade that brought
us Britpop, Jurassic Park, the
Nintendo Game Boy and Prime
Minister Blair. In clay shooting,
Sporting in particular reached a peak of
popularity. The 1990 British Open at Mid
Norfolk attracted 1,493 entries, a record
that was broken the following year at
High Lodge with 1,560.
Mike Barnes, writing in Mike @@
Yardley's book Clay Pigeon
Shooting: A History, notes that

run “on a shoestring”. After 70 years of
existence the CPSA was still looking for its
dream sponsor, he said.

He found it — but it was destined not
to last. That dream sponsor was Imperial
Tobacco, who reportedly pledged to put
more than £100,000 into clay shooting
over the next five years. A production

company was paid to make

Barnes
recalls that American shooters
were enthusiastic about
what we were doing here in
Sporting — or ‘Golf with guns’ as some
described it - and keen to develop their
own grounds along similar lines.

Meanwhile there were changes afoot
at the CPSA. The director, Keith Murray,
moved on in 1992, and Brian Carter took
over for 18 months until Emilio Orduna
was appointed to the post. The decision
was taken to sell the association’s HQ
building in Buckhurst Hill, and move
to purpose-built offices in Corby,
Northamptonshire.

The
sport still lacked
the money it
needed to break
into the big time
- but behind the
scenes the CPSA
were working on
it. Emilio Orduna
commented that
the sport was

Meanwhile through the
decade George Digweed

was making his mark,
QQ bursting onto the scene in

championship, the World Professional,
World Sporting Jubilee and UK FITASC.

And at the 1996 Olympic Games in
Atlanta, a young Richard Faulds signalled
his intentions. At the age of 19, already a
junior world champion, he fought his way
into the Double Trap final. Missing six of
his first ten targets in the final, he finished
in fifth place — but his time would come.

This
position means | can swing to 45 degrees
on both sides comfortably without having
to move my feet. The weight distribution
over my feet is equal to 60 percent on
the front, 40 percent on the rear.

| pre-mount my gun, with my hold
point on the top of the trap house. My
eyes at this stage are looking out and
through the gun in a ‘soft focus’ to the
area where | expect the targets to be —
not at the sights or barrels.

Holding the gun still until you have
seen the target is crucial. Most misses
occur because the shooter has moved
the gun before the target has become
properly visible. So, with the gun still,
call ‘pull’, wait for the target, come
from behind it, move through it to
achieve the perceived lead, shoot it and
continue the swing of the gun. It should
be a completely smooth movement.

Once I've shot | rest while everyone
else has their turn. | watch the targets
but don’t concentrate on who is
shooting what. It is very easy to notice
someone missing and to think you
now have a chance to beat them. This
is incorrect, as what you have now
focussed on is their miss, rather than
yourself. Ignore everyone else, just focus
on the flight of the targets.

Remember, when you miss, don't
blame your gun or your chokes. Accept
that misses occur because you haven't
pointed the gun in the right place,
or your movement to the target was
wrong. Don't become full of excuses!

After a single
round of 25, each of the three places
were quickly decided, with Stacy
Gennard shooting a 70 to finish third,
Matthew Sheldrake a 71 for runner
up, meaning that Peter Relph’s 73 was
enough to secure him the title 122nd
Dougall Memorial champion.

Peter, who is a AA class shooter from
Liverpool said, “I've been shooting the
Dougall for 10 years and this is my first
time lifting the trophy. | was out on one
of the earlier squads at 11.15am and |
feel | was fortunate enough to have all
the targets in the right place. I'm very
pleased to win, as it's such a prestigious
and well-attended event, with all the
top shooters here. To do it at Bywell
just adds to that, they are so organised,
the ground is very tidy and they present
excellent targets.”

Allan Henry, co-owner of Bywell
Shooting Ground, added, “We were
delighted to have three 300s and two
299s in the Dougall Memorial. We are
very pleased to see Peter Relph win, he
has been coming to Bywell for years and
is a very good customer of ours. The
weather was fairly kind, except for the
one thunder shower, but thankfully the
shooting was finished by that point and
it came out sunny for the shoot-offs, so
we couldn’t ask for anything more.”

AA class shooter Emma Holden, from
Lancashire is just back from captaining
the English DTL team at the ICTSF World
Championships in Australia, in March
this year, also went on to win the title of

Concluding the three days of shooting was
the English Open on the Sunday. Heading
out onto the grounds that morning it was
a fresh and breezy day, with the winds
lifting and dropping but thankfully the rain
stayed at bay. Austin Coxhead and Emma
Holden were the ones to watch, being
last year's winners of the main event and
ladies’ category, especially after putting in
strong performances during the previous
two days.

In the late afternoon, walking around
the layouts the ground was abuzz with
the news that Dan Price, an agricultural
contractor from Herefordshire, had just
shot a 100/300 and had celebrated by
shooting his cap.

With not too many more squads yet
to come in, Dan had a nail-biting wait in
front of the score board as the last scores
arrived into the office to be counted.
Would his score be enough to win?

Yes, he had done it, Dan was officially
the champion of the English Open, as
the only shooter to achieve a maximum
score on the day.

This month CPSA Level 3 Senior Coach Simon Arbuckle moves on from
single targets to the technique for tackling an on-report pair

shooting a variety of single targets
using the CPSA 'Method'. In a real
competition, of course, it's rare you will be
presented with a single target. Most often
it will be a pair, with the second target
launched either simultaneously or on the
sound of your first shot - known as ‘on
report’. This month, for our first look at
a pair of targets, we have a presentation
that's typical of what you might encounter
at a Sporting competition. The first
target is a black midi clay, arcing left to
right from a trap at ground level. That
is followed on report by a blaze orange

I n this series we have looked at
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standard clay flying directly away from the
shooter on a fairly low trajectory, similar to
a Down-The-Line target.

It is important to plan for both targets

before we start. In particular, | must place

my feet where | can comfortably shoot
both targets without any strain or fatigue
in my body, or having to rearrange my
feet half-way through the pair. In this
case the Break Points for each target

are quite close together, so this is easily
achieved. If | align my feet towards the
Break Point for the second target, the
going-away clay, then | can comfortably
cover both Break Points.

Having worked out the position for my
feet, | must now plan how | will shoot
each target in turn, bearing in mind
where my gun will end up after | have
shot the first target.

For the first target | will use the CPSA

‘Method’, which is a pull-away technique.

This will be familiar to anyone who has
been following this series of articles. |
decide on my Break Point, which in this
case is roughly above the Browning flag
in the picture. | establish where | first
see the target clearly - my Visual Pick-Up
Point. For this target, that is where it
crosses the horizon and becomes clearly
visible against the sky. My Gun Hold
Point is roughly half way between the
other two points, allowing me to mount
and lock on to the target in a smooth,
unhurried motion.

I will mount my gun towards the Break
Point, then swing back down the target's
flight path to my Gun Hold Point. | drop
the stock slightly from my shoulder and
take my eyes back to the Visual Pick-

Up Point. | call ‘Pull’, the clay appears,
| focus on it, lock on, pull ahead and
shoot, all in one smooth movement.

That's where we have finished in the
previous articles in this series - but now
we have a second target to deal with.

For this target | will use a technique
known as ‘swing-to'. This is the first time
in this series we have departed from the
pull-away CPSA "Method’ and used a
different technique. As soon as | have
fired the first shot, | will keep the gun in

i my shoulder and bring my muzzles down

i the momentum will tend to keep the gun
i moving upwards as | fire, leading to a miss

{ itinto practice. | align my feet to cover
i both Break Points, load and close the

i target, reminding myself of my landmark

to my Hold Point for the second shot.
Having watched both targets carefully
when | called to see my pair, | have
identified a landmark in the distance
which marks my Hold Point - it is towards
the trees on the horizon.

I will focus on the area just above
the barrels and wait for the target
to appear. As soon as | see the
target, | lock my focus on
it, take the gun to it, and
shoot. Because of the angle
of this target, going almost
directly away from me, |
will have the impression of
shooting straight at it.

This second shot needs to
be a very precise, controlled
movement, using just my left hand to

i move the barrels. If | choose a Hold Point
that is too low, | will have to move the

gun too far to the target when it appears.
This will create a lot of movement, and

over the top of the target.
Now | have made my plan, | can put

gun. | check my Hold Point for the second

on the horizon. Then | mount the gun to
my first Break Point, above the Browning

the gun moving.

Keeping the gun in my
shoulder, | bring it quickly
to my second Hold Point,
ready for the second target,
the going-away orange clay.
| focus out over the barrels
and when the target appears
| bring the gun to the clay
and shoot at it, taking care

not to swing through the target
and miss over the top.

So that is how we tackle this pair of

targets, using two different methods

- the CPSA 'Method’ for the first, and

‘swing-to’ for the second. In future

articles we will look at other pairs, which

require a different approach. A\

Laporte traps

| am very lucky to be sponsored by Laporte
CPC, and | was recently given an invite to
attend a trap maintenance course with a
fellow Laporte-sponsored shooter Lucas Hyde.
The course took place at their Bottesford,
Nottinghamshire-based factory.

We were given a safety briefing and
issued with eye protection and gloves to
keep ourselves safe and clean. Keith, the
maintenance manager showed us a trap they
use for teaching and all the tools we would
require for the day.

We started on the springs which
allow the trap to throw the clays.
There are four types of spring. We
used the black spring and learnt
how to safely remove, replace and
tension the spring to adjust the
speed of a clay throw.

We then looked at bearings and
bushes which are a common reason
for traps not working. It was interesting
to see how worn they get and how replacing
them can get the trap back into working order.

We learnt how to remove old grease and
apply it again. Next we went onto a fully
working trap. Our teachers for the day spent a
long time focusing on working safely on a trap.
They can be really dangerous, and | would
advise those without the necessary training to
avoid trying to fix the arm or any moving parts,
as these can be dangerous.

On the working trap, we learnt how to
make it safe and change the springs and
looked at how the carousel (the turret that

holds the clays) can be removed
and maintained. We were shown
how the clays are dropped onto
the plate and how the smallest of
adjustment can improve the flight of the

clay. It isn't as easy as it looks and setting up
the trap to work well is an art.

We then looked at the controller unit and
microswitch which releases the arm to throw
the clay, and learnt how to change relays and
switches. Finally we looked at how to adjust
the trap to throw clays.

All'in all it was a great day, | learnt how to
be safe, strip and maintain a trap. So next time
| am at a stand that has a trap down or being
reloaded with clays | will be patient and not
moan a lot as | know how tricky it can be to
get them working correctly.
