EDGAR BROTHERS SET TO INVEST £1 
MILLION IN NEW INFRASTRUCTURE
Edgar Brothers has announced 
ambitious plans to invest nearly £1million 
upgrading its infrastructure. Based in 
Cheshire, the firm has already spent 
£360,000 buying a vacant industrial unit 
adjacent to its warehouse and is about 
to start a £500,000 renovation project 
converting it into a suite of offices and 
joining the two buildings together.

SIMON SAYS:
First off, welcome to the world of clay 
shooting and the endless pursuit of the 
perfect gun! In this case, barrel length is 
probably not the only issue here, but a 
combination of barrel length and gun fit. 

Having read your letter in full which 
is on our website and without having 
seen you and compared the three guns, I 
suspect the 30” gun may have been too 
long in the stock or the comb too high or 
low creating an uncomfortable shooting 
position. If too high then the gun will 
shoot high and if too low then the non-
dominant eye will take over and the gun 
will not shoot where the dominant eye is 
looking. A too-low stock also makes you 
lift your head off the stock as you swing.

You also want to ask yourself if the stock 
dimensions are better for you on the Miroku 
and E Rizzini. It’s likely that the 26” gun and 

the 28” gun that you subsequently bought 
were a much better fit and suit your stature, 
so if you look into another new gun, try 
to find one with similar stock dimensions 
to those. Weight is also an issue, as is 
balance, and having the right barrel length 
can affect both of these.

Too long of a barrel can cause the gun 
to be too heavy and difficult for you to 
move, whereas shorter barrels resulted in 
the gun being lighter and easier to move, 
thus resulting in you controlling the gun, 
rather than the gun controlling you. It is 
vital that when your head is on the stock, 
you can see over the barrels at the target.

My advice for anyone new to our sport 
is to seek advice from a CPSA Coach 
who can help with the purchase of your 
first gun and check that it fits correctly 
which will make a huge difference to your 
success on the clays.

hooting instructors inspire us with their wisdom, 
they help us to develop as shooters and 
improve our scores through positive action. 
Fiona Thompson knows more about positivity 

than most. Diagnosed with breast cancer at 52, Fiona 
has battled harder than many of us ever will and she 
has come out the other side, smiling, full of life, and 
determined to pass on her passion for 
clay shooting. Yes, she can help you 
to improve your scores, but hearing 
her story will inspire us all to keep our 
heads held high, to stay positive and 
to spread the joy of shooting to those 
around us.

Fiona’s shooting life started in a 
fairly normal way. “My father was a 
gamekeeper, we would shoot tin cans 
with an air rifle in the back garden. 
Once he retired we migrated over to 
clay pigeons and I have loved it ever 
since.” Fiona explains, “To be truthful, 
dad used to fire a flint lock pistol 
loaded with toilet paper out into the 
garden when I was very little. With 
much laughter, I would run around 
stamping out the flaming tissue. I was 
lucky to be brought up to love and 
respect shooting from an early age.”

 
BECOMING PROFESSIONAL
This love of shooting led to Fiona 
taking up the sport as her profession. 
“It was never a conscious decision to become an 
instructor,” she says, “I was encouraged by others. I 
think mainly because of a genuine passion to introduce 
others to a sport that I love and that has given me so 
much pleasure.” As a foundation instructor Fiona helps 
to introduce novices to the sport and helps them to

develop in a structured and technically correct manner, 
while working on personal plans and style.“There are 
two important things here,” she explains, “The first is 
to never underestimate the importance of getting the 
basics right, the second is for me to be able to recognise 
when I have shared all that I can with a client and when 
it is time for me to ‘let go’ and move them onto a coach 

who can facilitate them during their 
next stages of development. I have 
the advantage of working alongside a 
great coach, Simon Arbuckle. We often 
discuss clients and what can be done 
to help them achieve their personal 
aims. There are many ways to skin a cat, 
sometimes it’s just about finding the 
right technique for a particular client.”

ENTHUSIASM
Fiona’s life has been defined by her 
ability to pass joy onto those she 
meets, she exudes an enthusiasm 
for shooting that is rarely seen even 
among some of the country’s top 
shots. However, recently Fiona faced a 
challenge that could have ended it all, 
breast cancer. 

“When you are first diagnosed with 
cancer you never really know what’s 
around the corner” Fiona told us. 
She continued to battle on despite 
her illness, even delaying the first 
operation to have a custom stock 

fitted on her new Zoli Z-Bella at the invitation of Paolo 
Zoli. It was after this that her consultant told her to 
start taking things more seriously and she took a break 
from shooting to complete her radiotherapy and try to 
recover from the devastating illness.

Unfortunately, Fiona’s time away from the sport had a

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major impact on her fitness and shooting ability. “During 
my time off I did put on a little weight and didn’t do 
any real form of fitness,” laments Fiona, “I failed to 
recognise the need to try and maintain some degree 
of fitness, this certainly hampered my return to the 
sport. Maybe I set my expectations too high, but in 
competition last year the disappointment on the stands 
and the score board was tangible. There have been 
tears on occasion.” 

SUPPORT NETWORK
From the outside, shooting sports can 
seem very individualistic. There is 
only one person there on the stand, 
alone, pulling the trigger. When 
you look a little deeper you will 
discover friendships and support 
networks that go far further than 
just breaking clays on a Sunday. 
“I can honestly say that it has 
been the support and kindness 
around me that has kept me going” 
says Fiona, “Particularly the team at 
Southdown Gun Club, Simon Arbuckle, 
Kev Johnson, Guy Franklin, and Sammy, 
who won the Zoli talent pool last year, formed 
‘Team Bella’ with me after the gun we both shoot. One 
of my main delights is the beauty of the Southdowns, 
checking the clay traps early in the morning with 
Simon, surrounded by the diverse wildlife, it really is 
uplifting for the soul.”

“My friends have helped me to realise that I need to 
let my body heal and as Simon put it to not ‘run before 
I can walk.’ They have done a lot to help me 
ease my frustrations with getting back 
to my old self competition wise. I’ve 

been lucky to keep using the same gun too, my Zoli 
Z-Bella, I’ve had no issues with recoil and continue 

to use 24g cartridges for everything including 
FITASC.” It is this support network that has 

kept Fiona going through the darkest 
times, that has kept her smiling and 

encouraging others to shoot. “My 
passion for shooting has always 
been there, it just lay dormant 
for a while. Every day brings its 
own surprises and rewards. I 
am privileged to be instructing 
some very promising youngsters. 

Sometimes it’s just supporting 
someone to have the courage to 

pull the trigger for the first time, or the 
overwhelming smile of an autistic child 

shooting. I now plan to be a much stronger 
advocate for making shooting accessible to all, in 
particular those with learning difficulties. This work is 
more satisfying and a lot more promising than my own 
shooting future, I only hope I can do them justice and 
set them up to succeed.”

Picking out a young shot’s first gun can 
be a daunting experience. Not only do 
you need to find a gun that fits correctly, 
but you also need to be aware of the 
effects of weight and recoil on a smaller 
framed shooter. The last thing you want 
is for them to fire the gun the first time 
and be too scared to ever shoot it again.

So, it’s well worth doing your 
homework and looking into what will 
work best for your child. Make sure you 
spend time down at your local clay club 
– both chatting with the experts and 
making sure your youngsters get plenty 
of experience with rented guns before 
making a purchase. Here is our selection 
of guns that could make excellent 
choices for young shots looking to up 
their trigger time.

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BACK TO BASICS

In this second article in the series J. Grant Repshire looks into  
the Skeet & Sporting Disciplines.

L
ast month we looked at the 
difference between the Domestic 
disciplines the CPSA governs, 
and the International disciplines 

which are governed by FITASC and 

    BACK TO BASICS

ISSF, as well as briefly examining the 
difference between the domestic trap 
disciplines. This month, we will continue 
by examining the domestic Skeet and 
Sporting disciplines.

ENGLISH SKEET (ESK)
An ESK layout has two traps situated 
in a high house to the left and a low 
house to the right, about 40 metres 
apart, which throw the targets across 
the layout. There are seven stands which 
the shooter completes from left to right. 
A sequence is used, where the targets 
are thrown either as singles, or as pairs 
where the high and low target are thrown 
simultaneously. The sequence is:
• �Stand 1: High single, low single, pair 

(shooting high first)
• �Stand 2: High single, low single, pair 

(shooting high first)
• �Stand 3: High single, low single
• �Stand 4: High single, low single, pair 

(either can be shot first in the pair, but 
the shooter must state before shooting 
which they intend to start with)

• �Stand 5: high single, low single
• �Stand 6: High single, low single, pair 

(shooting low first)
• �Stand 7: Low single, high single, pair 

(shooting low first)
The first target that the shooter misses is 
immediately reshot. If a shooter hits the

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STR is essentially a miniaturised ESP 
course, the name being a combination 
of ‘sporting’ and ‘trap’. It is shot from 
five stands spaced a few feet apart 
in a line like trap, but with shooting 
cages like English Sporting. Five traps 
are placed on the layout which throw 
ESP-style targets, and are labelled A 
to E. Like Trap, shooting goes from left 
to right.

Each stand has a menu telling the 
shooter what targets they will be shooting

at. First, each shooter shoots a single 
target, then each gets an on-report 
pair, and finally each gets a simo pair.

Once the final simo pair is shot, each 
shooter moves one stand right (stand 5 
moves to 1) and the sequence is  
shot again. 

Compak Sporting (CSP) is a similar 
international discipline governed by 
FITASC and BICTSF, and like FSP it 
is shot gun-down. Five Stand is the 
American equivalent. 

SPORTRAP (STR)

first 24 targets without missing, they get 
the option on stand 7 to shoot either the 
low or high target again for the 25th shot. 
One point is awarded per hit. In skeet 
disciplines you do not have ‘full use of 
the gun’, so if you miss the first target of 
a pair you must use your second shot to 
try to hit the second target rather than 
shooting again at the first.

Olympic Skeet (OSK) is shot on the 
same layout, except for an eighth stand 
that is shot right in-between the two 
towers. The sequence is different and 
the targets faster. The shooter must start 
with the gun down (not mounted on the 
shoulder) until the targets are thrown, 
and there can be a random delay of up to 
three seconds after calling ‘pull’. 

Skeet was invented in the USA, but 
American NSSA Skeet is slightly different 
from ESK, featuring eight stands like 
Olympic Skeet and a different sequence. 
Despite being American, the name 
‘skeet’ derived from the Norwegian word 
‘skyte’, meaning ‘to shoot’.

SKEET DOUBLES (SKD)
This is shot on the same layout as ESK, 
but only doubles are thrown on each 
stand. In the first round, shooters move 
from stand one to stand seven then in 
reverse back to stand two, then in the 
second round they shoot one to seven, 
then seven back to one. This makes 50 
targets total, with one point per hit. 

ENGLISH SPORTING (ESP)
This is the most popular discipline in 
England. From November 2017 to 
October 2018, 56 percent of all CPSA 
Registered targets shot were ESP (DTL 
was next with 15 percent). In ESP, 
shooters move across a course of stands 
set across a wide range of terrain, often 
set far apart. The terrain can vary from 
woodland to farmland to rolling hills or cliff 
faces – whatever is available on the land is 
fair game. For this reason, it is sometimes 
likened to ‘golf with shotguns’. 

Targets at each stand can be anything 
that is safe. The types of targets thrown 
are often named according to the type of 
game they simulate such as ‘rising teal’ 
or ‘high driven (pheasant)’. There is even 
a type of target that is thrown so that it 
rolls and bounces on the ground, called 
a ‘rabbit’. 

At each stand there is a shooting cage 
where the shooter stands, with bars 
on the sides and top that prevent the 
shooter from moving the gun too far in 
any direction that would be unsafe. The 
stand will have a sign telling the shooter 
what the targets are. Targets in ESP are 

usually engaged as pairs. If the pairs are 
thrown at the same time, they are called 
‘simultaneous’, or ‘simo’ pairs (you may 
also hear Americans call this a ‘true pair’). 
If the second target is thrown after the 
first target is shot at it is called ‘on report’ 
(abbreviated O/R). 

At each stand shooters have ‘full use of 
the gun’, meaning they can shoot either 
target that they want to first on a simo 
pair, and can use both shots at one target 

if they want to. The targets thrown can 
vary in size and colour. 

FITASC Sporting (FSP) is a similar 
international discipline, governed by 
FITASC (which stands for the Fédération 
Internationale de Tir aux Armes Sportives 
de Chasse (translation: International 
Federation for Shooting Sporting Guns). 
FSP targets are shot ‘gun down’, meaning 
that the gun can’t be mounted on the 
shoulder until the targets are thrown.

A
ccording to the Mental Health Foundation, 74% 
of UK adults have been so stressed at some point 
over the last year that they have felt unable to 
cope. Unfortunately, thanks to the ‘always-on’ 

nature of modern life it can be tough to find the right 
balance between work and leisure, let alone find enough 
time to enjoy your shooting. 

Helen Ferguson, a performance lifestyle advisor for the 
English Institute of Sport (EIS) helps top athletes to find the 
right balance and lower their stress levels. She says, “Research 
has shown that athletes who maintain a balanced and stable 
life are more relaxed and focused on their performance.”

So, what steps can we take to try and find this 
equilibrium? Helen suggests starting with a calendar or wall 
planner, “A yearly wall planner that highlights upcoming 
competitions and training sessions can help you map out 
any work or social life commitments and hopefully avoid any 
unexpected clashes.” These days we all carry a calendar in 
our pocket on our smart phone but the physical action of 
writing it down can help to store it in our long-term memory, 
while having your plans visible in your home means that you 
can’t forget it in the same way that you can forget about 
something you typed six months ago. 

Often turning to friends, family or coaches can be a great 
way to handle stress. As Helen explains, “Tell your support 
network about your plans. Making everyone aware of your 
sporting goals, as well as your commitments outside of 
shooting, can help them to understand your situation and 
how they can best support you.” Talking is powerful, often 
taking the time to talk though your plans can allow you to 
better visualise the situation and work though problems you 
may not have noticed beforehand.   

If you find your shooting is causing undue stress, it is 
worth remembering why we all got into the sport. “Ensure 
fun and enjoyment are your top priorities in shooting,” says 
Helen, “When you stop enjoying what you are doing you 
need to take a step back to re-evaluate your situation.” Find 
the pace that suits you and your lifestyle, enjoy your sport 
and make sure you find time to relax. 

Never forget, if things are getting tough, don’t suffer in 
silence. Speak to someone you trust or your GP. For more 
information visit mentalhealth.org.uk.

CPSA Level 3 Senior Coach Simon Arbuckle teaches us how to 
hit a battue and rabbit on report pair using the CPSA Method. 

Break Point B

I
n previous articles in this series, 
we have looked at how to shoot 
English Sporting pairs using different 
techniques other than the CPSA 

Method, often in combination on a single 
pair. In this article, we are looking at a 
pair where, in my opinion, the CSPA 
Method is the best way to shoot both 
targets. These are a left-to-right battue, 
followed by an on-report rabbit. 

The first target of the pair (labelled 
A) is a left-to-right rising battue. As the 
arrows indicate in the picture, (below 
right) that trap’s quite far away, about 
35 yards. You can get an idea of how 
far away the target is by watching its 
flight path, and noting that it is 
landing in the field over the 
embankment, some way 
away. The second target 
(labelled B), the right-to-
left rabbit, will be shot 
against the bank, below 
the level of the shooter’s 
feet, from a raised 
platform. You should use 
the CPSA Method for both 
targets because it allows you 
to establish the line and speed 
before taking the shot. 

The first thing to do on approaching 
the stand is establish where your feet go, 
based on the break points. Both targets 
are shot roughly in line with each other – 
the battue above the Browning flag, and 
the rabbit below the Browning flag. So 
set your feet toward those points. 

Then you need to establish the visual 
pick-up point of the battue. Bear in mind 
that the battue is a quick target, because 
it is thin and aerodynamic. Because of the 
light conditions and the background, you 
can’t see it until it clears the horizon. That 
mean’s you’re looking at a point beyond 
the horizon, and your gun hold point 
will be further out from there, ensuring 
that you’ve got time to focus on the clay 
before it gets to the gun. To shoot it, call 
‘Pull!’, let the clay become visible, focus 
on it, lock on to it with the gun, move 
with it briefly and then push ahead to the 
appropriate lead and shoot. 

The second shot, the rabbit, is right to 
left, but you can’t see it until it clears a 
bush in front of the trap. Your visual pick-
up point is a bit further on, and the gun 
hold point is a bit further beyond that, 
towards the scuffed area (scuffs on the 

grass are usually a good indication of 
where to shoot a rabbit). Again, 

you must use the CPSA 
Method, so focus on the 
clay before it gets to the 
gun, lock onto it, move 
with it then push ahead 
and shoot. 

There are two points 
to note about the rabbit. 

First, because it’s beneath your feet 
and low down, you’ve got to keep your 
weight forward and the gun beneath it so 
that you don’t mask the target. Second, 
it’s decelerating a lot quicker than people 
expect. This is because it’s in contact with 
the ground. The lead required on a rabbit 
is nowhere near as much as you’d expect 
to give it if it was an airborne target. 

And that’s how you hit a battue and 
rabbit on report pair using the  
CPSA Method. 

The first thing to do on approaching the 
stand is establish where your feet go,  
based on the break points.

My advice for youngsters trying 
to get into the sport has always 
been the same.

   GETTING SPONSORED

Sponsorship is a blessing that many shooters take for granted. Companies recognise success as well as your 
overall attitude, and then they choose to support your shooting journey. In total, I have six sponsors – Laporte/CPC, Beretta/
GMK, Eley Hawk, MacWet Gloves, Ed Lyons, and CENS. It can be difficult to acquire sponsorship. Make sure you have a 
positive attitude. Send companies your CV with all of your achievements, and, of course, achieve good scores. You may 
think that sponsors only care about scores, but I’ve found that they care about a lot more than that. They want to make sure 
their brand is represented well – so ensure you present yourself properly at all shooting events. If you have a bad day, keep 
smiling. Make sure you are polite to everyone, even if you don’t feel like it. It’s important to project yourself in a professional 
and friendly manner. It is also very important to promote yourself and the companies from which you wish to earn 
sponsorship – create a social media page and tag companies in your posts, talk about what you like about their products and 
they’ll soon start to take notice. Always remember if you don’t get sponsored this year, try again next year – never give up!

Achieving my first England cap  
was my highlight of 2018.

n our July 2018 issue Laura answered 
the most common questions from 
members about gun cabinets and 

home security. We have now asked 
Laura to respond to further members’ 
questions on this topic. 

QCan I move my gun cabinet to 
another part of the 

house without telling my 
firearms officer?
Strictly, you can since the 
overall security of your 
home has already been 
approved, although this 
would be subject to the new 
location meeting the usual 
requirement for the cabinet 
to be securely fixed to the 
floor and an external load-
bearing wall, and being out 
of sight from casual visitors 
to the property. Having said 
that, before you begin the 
task of detaching the cabinet 
from its current site and 
drilling new holes in the wall 
and floor, it would be wise to discuss it 
with your firearms officer to ensure your 
plan meets with their approval, rather 
than risk the possibility of them insisting 
you move it back to its previous location. 

QAnd what if I want to move my 
cabinet to a different address?

If you are moving house, a condition of 
your certificate is to notify a change of 
your permanent address within 7 days. If 
you have decided to install your cabinet 
at the home of a friend or family member 
because you no longer wish to store your 
guns at home, then you are under an 
obligation to notify the police of the new 
address at which the guns will be stored 
so that the security provisions at those 
premises can be inspected, although 
the arrangements must conform with 

the usual criteria. Again it would be 
sensible to discuss with your firearms 
officer where in that other property 
you propose to install your cabinet, 
so that the location can be approved 
in advance. If the persons occupying 
the other property are not certificate 
holders they must not have access to the 

cabinet. Generally, the police 
will expect guns to be stored 
at the certificate holder’s 
home address since you are 
responsible for the security of 
your guns.

QCan I share my gun 
cabinet with someone 

else in my household?
Yes, you can, provided 
that other person is also a 
shotgun certificate holder. 
This is usually acceptable to 
the police, although in theory 
you are ‘lending’ your guns 
to another certificate holder 
for more than 72 hours. It is 
possible to have all the guns 

entered on both your certificates, 
but the police do not insist 
on this in most cases. 
You can each have 
your own set of keys 
and access the cabinet 
independently of each 
other. 

QDoes my shotgun 
ammunition need 

to be locked away in a 
cabinet?
There is no requirement in 
law for shotgun ammunition 
to be locked away. Having 
said that, most responsible 
certificate holders chose 
to store theirs in a locked 
cabinet and this will certainly

meet with approval from your firearms 
officer. The ammunition should not be 
stored in the same cabinet with the 
guns to eliminate the possibility that if 
an unauthorised person gains access 
to your cabinet they do not have ready 
access to ammunition which they can use 
in your gun. A separate ammunition safe 
which can also be used for the storage 
of jewellery and other valuables is 
therefore generally recommended. If you 
chose not to lock up your ammunition in 
a cabinet, then it should be stored in a 
location within your home as out of the 
way as possible, such as in the loft or 
cellar, and preferably within a cupboard 
or other item of furniture, so that it is not 
discovered in a quick search. 

QCan I ever leave my gun out of the 
cabinet overnight, for example if 

I am leaving very early in the morning 
to go shooting or I get back very late 
and want to clean my gun the next 
morning before putting it away?
Definitely not, never leave your guns 
out of the cabinet overnight, tempting 
though it may be to aid an early start 
in the morning, and certainly don’t 
load your guns or ammunition into 
your car the night before. If your car or 
home were to be broken into, even if 
nothing was actually stolen, you would 
have some serious questions from your 
firearms office to answer as this would 
put you in breach of the condition 
on your certificate to store your guns 
securely at all times when not in use. 
Aside from being a criminal offence for 
which you can be prosecuted, any such 
breach would almost certainly cost you 
your certificate and result in revocation. 

If in doubt about storage requirements, 
seek advice from your firearms officer.

SECOND TO 

QWhen did you first start 
shooting?  

A: I first started shooting when 
I was ten – with an air rifle in 
my parents' back garden. I was 
17 when I first shot clays on a 
friend’s pig farm – that’s where 
I caught the bug – although it 
took another 12 years for me to 
shoot a registered competition! 

QWhat are your passions 
outside of clay shooting? 

A: I love to spend time with 
my young family. Last year I 
got engaged to my long-term 
partner Kath, and we have two 
sons, Jack, five, and Henry, 
two. I'm a massive football fan 
– I support Manchester United 
and played in the national 
disabled football leagues for 
Wimbledon, Southend, and 
Ipswich Town.
